TARIFF BATTLE

WAXES WARM IN

GREAT BRITAIN

London (IP) The British govern-
ment was expected to answer the
proposal of Premier R. B. Bennett
of Canada, for a system of imperial
preferences Monday and to give new
impetus to the empire tariff contro
versy.

Bennett opposed a system of free
trade within the British Empire to
the exclusion of other nations, as
suggested by Lord Bea verb rook, not
ed British publisher, when he started
the Empire free trade crusade more
than a year ago.

Empire free trade will furnish the
theme for autumn political activity
In Britain. It was believed the gov
ernment will reject Bennett's pro
posal without definitely closing the
door to further negotiations, prob
ably making an alternative proposal
of bulk purchases of raw material
from the Dominion.

Former Premier Stanley Baldwin,
conservative leader, already has
promised the support of the conser
vatives to the Imperial preference
scheme, even where it might Involve
tariffs against foreign foods. He Is

expected to make a further state-
ment this week, which probably will
be an attack on the government's
answer to Bennett's scheme, and an
explanation of new tariff proposals
bv the conservatives.

The tariff question will be the
key note to the conservative attack
on the labor government wnen par
liament convenes October 28. Bald-

win's forces are expected to make a
sincere effort to defeat the govern
ment for the first time since the
labor ilea assumed office, and to at
tempt to force a general election on
the tariff problem.

The checks on which the warrants
were Issued were lor $40 at San
Bernardino and $1,600 at Los An
gcles.

Funeral sen-ice-s for Francis Lee
Ackley of Salem, who was accident
ally killed by his old son,

The tragedy occurred when the

old rifle Clifford was using as a
walking stalk in climbing a hill be
hind his father accidently discharg-
ed, the bullet striking the eider
Ackley in the hip and ranging up
ward, tie died a short time later.
Another son, Edward, 12, was at a
cabin a short ways from the scene
of the shooting. Ackley hunted in
that district two weeks aw and de
cided to take his two elder boys for
an outing in the vicinity.

Ackley was a bollermaker at the
Salem Iron works, and had lived in
Salem several years. He was a mem-
ber of the Masons, which organiza-
tion will assist in the funeral ser-
vice. Ackley Is survived by his widow,
Mrs. Frances Ida Ackley, and three
sons the two who were with him
and another boy, Richard. Other
surviving relatives are his parents,
Mr. and Mrs. W. L. Murphy of 1355
North Liberty street; two sisters,
Mrs. Mildred M. Hunter of Salem
and Mrs. Lenora M. Wright of Man
tona, Calif., known here as "Pat
Murphy; half sister, Mrs. B. F.

and "rebels against its authority."
Modern crime, he said, as con-
ducted by "tearless men" whose
spectacular methods were superior
to the defense of the police forces.

'We pride ourselves upon tlie suc
cesses of democracy, Mr. Wicker-sha-

said. "Vet crime Is rampant
and every dally newspaper spreads
before us talcs of increasing law-
lessness."

"Very slowly we aro coming to
realize," he added, "that something
more than legislative flat is neces
sary to make Rood citizens: that
all the threatened punishment
legislative imagination can devise
will not compel rebellious human
natures to abide by rules of con
duct that run counter to their
wishes, their tastes, their needs, or
their prejudices. Something more
is necessary.

Quoting a saying that "It is more
important to form good habits
than to frame good laws, Mr.
Wickersham said preve n 1 1 o n
through education of the young
and enlightened treatment of the
young is the best remedy against
crime.

"Everywhere throughout the land
there are deep stirrings or dissat-
isfaction with existing conditions,"
he said, "with the laws and their
administration, and with the pre-
scribed methods of dealing with
those found to have violated them."

"There Is no doubt that the great
volume and constantly widening
categories of legislative prohibi-
tions, with attendant penalties for
their disregard, tends to create a
con'empt for law," Wickersham
said. "Vet much of this leglsla
tlon Is probably unescapablc.'

He suggested It "were well that
public sentiment should be aroused
to prevent unnecessary law tnak
lng."

In the air.

The new Reichstag with Its rad
ically membership con- -
vtned for a brief session which had
been preceded by a vigorous clash
between throngs outside the par
liament building and hundreds of
police set to guard the meeting.

The Reichstag was called Into
session shortly after 3 p. m. and ad
Journed until Wednesday at the
same hour In order that Its con-

flicting party leaders might have
opportunity to reconcile tneir views
on a presiding officer.

The brief session was presided
over by the venerable Centrist Her- -
old, whose 82 years entitled him, as
oldest member, to that honor.

The members of the cabinet,
headed by Chancellor Bruenlng,
took their places not on the min
isterial benches but on the floor
with their respective parties.

Wheti the Herold
read his pedigree and requested any
one older than himself to come

the communists called out
