ROBBER TIRES

Washington "J") The rumble of
artillery caissons on
wheels probably will be replaced by
the swish of rubber tires on con-

crete roads in any future war, tt
appeared from the annual report of
Maj. Gen. Harry O. Bishop, chief
of army artillery.

Describing the new and revolu
tionary developments in artillery
since World war days. Bishop said
the army, during the past year, had
built and tested two
'5 mm. gun mounts. Both are cap

able of all around and aerial fire.
Also, both have pneumatic tires,

n bearings and sprung
carriages.

Plans are being made for a sim-
ilar gun in the 155 mm.-- 8 inch
howitzer class. It will have a ped
estal type mount and will be cap-
able oi elevations between 0

and 65 degrees and of traver-

sing 30 degrees on either side of
the center. Further, it will be cap-
able of Kointr into and out of posi
tion quickly. weighing- o.uuu

pounds less than the present 155

mm. gun used by the army, it will

be able to cross lighter bridges in
safety.

DECLINE SHOWN IN

LUMBER OUTPUT

Seattle. 'IP) Operation In taw-

mills of the northwest have de- -

inrd steadilv during the past few
weeks, according to a report of the
West Coast lumbermen's associa-

tion. A total of 303 mills operated
at 41.69 percent of capacity last
week, compared with 45 per cent
for the previous week, and 65 per-
cent during the early part of 1930.

New business was reported as
2.45 per cent under production, and
shipments were 6.16 percent under.
Orders received during the 17- -

week period ending November 15

exceeded output by 2.76 percent.
Orders In the rail trade stayed

approximately the same last week

with domestic cargo orders de-

creasing 2.000.000 feet, export 4.- -
000,000 feet and local 2.000,000 feet,
in comparison with the previous
week.

Mill inventories have been
duced 6.19 percent during tlie past
25 weeks, and continued reduction
of production from now until after
January 1 la expected to Xuruier
decrease inventories.

Production at 228 mills totaled
109.131,518 feet, with orders for
106.461,792 feet and shipments of
102,408,313 feet.

PRICE OF WHEAT1

TO STAND FIRM
;

MILNOR CLAIMS;
.

Chicago (IP) Tht federal govern- -
merit has taken steps to prevent the
present wheat price levels from
dropping lower although g further
decline in domestic prices appears
unwarranted, George 8. Milnor,
president of the grain stabilization
corporation, said Friday.

"Although the stocks of wheat
shown in the visible supply are
large." Milnor said, "there is no
congestion In any of the terminal
markets and farm stocks of the
grain are decreasing rapidly owing
to heavy feeding, therefore hedging
pressure Is negligible and a further
decline In domestic prices seems un
warranted."

With wheat selling at the lowest
price in 25 years, flour prices fully
reflecting those of wheat and with
bread lower than for many years,
the consumer Is receiving the full
benefits of complete deflation, he
said.

"As the grain stabilization cor-

poration has taken steps to prevent
lurther decline In wheat prices, it
may be assumed that consumers
of wheat products, with reasonable
safety, may make purchases lor their
seasonable requirements, thus pro-
tecting themselves against such ad-
vances in the market as might come
through many underlying factors."

The advances might cone, it was
explained, through such factors as
greater bread consumption, suosti
tutlon of wheat for corn In live
stock feeding, huge losses to corn
and forage by drought, reduced
acreage sown to wheat and many
hazards through which the growing
crop must pass before it can be
harvested.

The Stabilization corporation, af
filiated with the federal farm board,
recently pegged the price of De
cember wheat on the Chicago ex
change at about 75 cents a bushel.
purchasing all grain offered at that
price.

CHICAGO GRAIN

CLOSES HIGHER

Chicago fP Wheat Friday rose
to nearly 6 cents a bushel above
the low prices current November 10.
Absence of unusual pressure to sell
was an outstanding factor, rather
than buying urgency. It was esti-
mated export purchases of Canadi-
an wheat have totaled upward of
3,500,000 bushels since Monday and
there were Intimations Russian
grain vessel charters might be can-
celled or utilized for substitution of
ore.

Wheat closed unsettled to Vi
cents a bushel higher than Thurs-
day's finish. Corn closed to H
cent up with oats 14 cents advanc-
ed. Under scattered selling, provi-
sions eased in the late trading, and
closed unchanged to 7 cents lower.

Chicago JP) Substantial new up-
turns In wheat values took place
early Friday following a fresh ad-
vance of cent In bids on the part
of farm board allies. Rust reports
from Argentina were also a bmlish
factor and so, too, were statements
from the grain stabilization cor-
poration that consumers mny now
safely purchase their seasonable re-

quirements. Opening cent
higher Chicago wheat future de-

liveries showed additional gains lat-
er. Corn started unchanged to lb
cent up and subsequently held near
to tne opening figures.

The merger, sponsored by the fed
eral farm board, from which finan- -
cial aid will be received, is exacted
to equalize the market and improve
the quality of butter produced.

PREDICTS NEW WAR

Paris (IP) Madame Frays., sooth-
sayer who predicted a World war in
1914 and announced that the
French would stop the Germans at
the Marne three days before the
battle, declared today France would
again defeat Germany in another
World mar which will start in Po-

land "a few years from now,'
'Germany,' she explained, has

entered into an era of disorder and
anarchy, evidently very menacing
for France. I do not believe, how-
ever, that France is in Immediate
danger. Germany will weaken her-
self in internal fights which will in-

crease her poverty and unemploy-
ment.

"The conflict, In which Poland
will be tlie first victim, appear to
me to be several years distant. It
will, however, generalize itself
quickly and all of our NfW Europe
will become involved. France mil
fight and I do not see her beaten."
