“A better
disteibution of lambing operations
ure being earried aut, Those sheep
owners who live In the high alti-
tude country and ntar the desert
have wintered out snd have cut
their feed costs to practically noth-
Ing, Of necesaity they will resort
to range lambing which will further
cut thelr costs.

“Ihe discontinuance of shed or
winter lambing by many of the
Interlor growers, will cut down the
surplus, as mnge lambing does not
permit of the saving of 0 many
twin lunbe, The shed lambing op-
erator must mark out upwards of
85 per cent of Inmbs.to be abie to
stay in the business while the
range lamber can survive on 80 per
cent.  The sheep grower does mnot
regard the present surplus fis aspe-
cially harmful to his industry as
cheap lamb has been the means of
creating an appetite for Jnmb and
prime mutton,

“The cattle man has fared better
than the sheep mpn the past year,
‘The early calf ¢rop fias béen prom-
lsing and drenching ralng in east-
ern Oregon recently have helped
the feed situntion.

“The stock grower sees where the
present cheap graln  prices  will
benefit his Industry as it will force
muny grain growers to go back to
horses. Each tractor, truck or au-
tomobile that displaces the horse
releases just 80 much land  for
competitive stock and farm produc-
tlon, When horses were exclusively
used for farm motor power one-
fourth of the total farm neoreage
was used for the purpose of ralsing
horse feed, Much of this land
when released was used for in-
crensed live stock production, par-
ticularly sheep on the pastures of
the middie west. 1If we go back to
horse power, it will be difficult to
get enough animals to supply the
market, A= for our enstern Orégon
range product most of themy  Are
too small and besides more than
100,000 range horses have been
turned Into chicken feed and ex-
port horse meat at North Portland.
“Hogs have made the grower and
the packer both considerable mon-
ey, If too many people do not go
into the business hogs should still
remain profitable.

“The health of Oregon live stock
was never better. Sheep scab has
now been kept out of Oregon for
the past six vears"

part of the demand. The same ap-
plies also the the Bolee valley dis-
trict, where recontly sales have been
made around 14-15¢ pound.
