Hector MacPherson, representa-
tive of Linn county, attended the
session and suggested the board
consider the situation from an out-

side point of view and not take into
consideration tne curricula argu-
ments as presented by the two col-le-

heads. He stated that as far as
he could ascertain, there was but
one question to be solved, and that
the matter of administration. All
other solutions would resolve them
selves around this. His suggestion
was made to the board Just prior
to adjournment.

In Introducing hi discussion of
proposals, Dr. Hall suggested the
consolidation of the five Institutions
under one head, as branches of the
University of Oregon. However, he
vigorously protested combining the
pure sciences with the institution
which would teach the applied sci-
ences. He stated this would tear
down one institution without build'
ing up the other.

Dr. Kerr was emphatic In his pro-
test of taking the commercial cours-
es from the state college, which, he
said, was allied so closely with agri-
culture, engineering and forestry.
Commerce and business go hand In
hand with these professions, and
had no place in an institution where
only liberal arts were taught Dr.,
Hall consumed three hours, while
Kerr took almost as much time In
presenting their arguments favoring
and protesting various phases of the
survey commission report.

that developments may Increase
their hazard.

The Honduran congress Monday
night Imposed martial law on the
entire country. All available troops
were called to the colors, and civil
guard groups were organized to aid
in putting down tne revolt, wnicn
the government claims Is sponsored
by irresponsible discontents drawing
upon disaffected laborers for the
rank and file of their armies.

President Vincent Mejia Colin-dre- s,

In a statement to the Associat-
ed Press, said that while the govern,
mcnt recognised the revolt had not
yet been put down, he believed It to
be near Its termination. He had been
forewarned, he said, and was ready
for Its outbreak Saturday night.

President Mcjia claimed that the
people of Honduras, Irrespective of
their political leanings, were back-

ing up the government, and he men-

tioned that the friendly Guatemalan
government was cooperating In sup-

pression of the movement by arrest
of Honduran rebels as they crossed
the border Into Honduras.
