Except for his putting, Amour's
gnme with the wood and fron lacks
none of the Joneslan quality, At
times Tommy can putt with the
best, ny he did at Onkmont in 1927,
His lang Iron play is matchless in iis
sccurnry, Although so qualified n
eritic ns Johnny Parrell thinks Ar-
mour's best club s the brassie,

“You hear more about Armour's
fron play,” Parrell told me before
he went abroad, “but he gets more
out of a brassie shot than any other
professional 1 know."

It s strange but nevertheless
fact that Armour’s sccuracy with
his long shots is due to the type
of swing he was forced (o dovelop,
as a result of the weakness of hiy
battle-scarred left arm. Tommy res
lies on his right hand and arm,
keeping the Iatter close to his body.
