weeks of the strike's disorders. The
victim, William Simon. 10. was shot
late Monday dining a clash between
wonting and smung miners at the
Oaylord mine near Martins Perry.

mmon, a member of the national
Miners' union, which is directing
the strike In Belmont, Jefferson
and Harrison counties, was struck
by a bullet fired from an automo-
bile In which three other miners
were going to work.

Joseph Peterlln, 43, one of the
miners in the auto, was arrested
by Sheriff Howard A. Duff.

peterlln told officers he opened
fire with a revolver after stones
were hurled at the automobile.

Several hours later, when a crowd
of 500 persons milled about the
city jail at Yorksville In the belief
peterlln was witulo. Sheriff Duff
increased the guard at the county
Jail to make certain the prisoner
would be safe from violence.

Wheeling W. Va. (TP) Snipers
fired upon miners entering the

mine of the Pittsburg
and West Virginia Coal company
near Wellsburg Tuesday, wounding
William Thompson, one of the min-
ers.

Fifty men were about to enter
the workings when bullets began
spattering around them, apparently
being fired from nearby wooded
slopes. About forty shots were fired.
Tiie miners scattered for cover.

AMERICAN PLANS

TO AID GERMANY

and are prepared to see that she
gets It whether France participates
or not.

It is understood the American
and British views are In complete
accord, that they regard immediate
relief as imperative, but they do
not approve of a long term loan at
this time.

Rather. It was said, they favor
short term credits which would
bridge over the Immediate desper-
ate need and give Germany and her
creditors time to discuss what fur-
ther measures of relief could be ex
tended In the fall.

In a long talk Just before the
session adjourned, Mr. Stimson
told the meeting the larger Ameri
can banks on which the government
has been able to keep tab, have
not withdrawn credits from Oer
many in this time of her distress.

On tha contrary, he said, there
have been some increases of Ameri
can capital in .Germany. He assured
the conference that the American
banks will cooperate in relief, pro
vided aid comes from other coun
tries also.

It was learned that no concrete
proposals have yet been advanced
formally and the conversations
thus far have been along general
lines, providing an opportunity for
exposition of the positions fo the
participating powers.

As one diplomat described the
aims of the conferees "What we
want to do now Is to give the little
Dutch boy a chance to get his
thumb out .01. the hole in the dyke
so he can get to work."

It is understood France is rather
Inclined to protracted discussions
but that the United States and
Great Britain maintain that speed
is essential.

In support of this contention It
was said Chancellor Bruenlng does
not know from one moment to the
next how long his government will
lost, and there are many who as
sert that Germany has been men
aoed with revolution for some time.

It Is understood Chancellor Bruen
ing ought to return to Berlin on
Wednesday night and that the
Americans and British at least feel
it necessary that he take back with
him definite promises oi ncip.

Those who uphold this course as
sert that If the chancellor should
go back empty handed it might
mean the end of his government at
the hands of a people laboring
under a nervous tension which has
long been near the breaking point.

The official communique issued
after the adjournment said:

"The International conference
considered the methods of interna-
tional cooi)cratton whereby confi
dence In Germany's economic stab
ility may be restored In the Immedi-
ate future as a preliminary to ex
amination of further measures
which may be necessary to effect a
permanent restoration of Germany's
linnncial situation on a firm basis.

"It was arranged the finance min
isters of the countries represented
at the conlerencc, with Dr. Bruen-

ing and Prime Minister MacDon
aid should meet this afternoon to
continue examination of the ques
tions raised."

signs considerable attention was
devoted to eliminating vibration.

Later during inai runs, stem
posts of five cruisers cracked. They
are being replaced at a cost of $18,-0-

each. With one exception this
charge will fall upon the builder
and not upon the government.

Target practice apparently de
veloped the extent of trouble which
might arise from the peculiarity of
the cruisers' roll. It interfered
with gunnery from the affected
ships.

The United Press was informed
at the department Tuesday that ef
forts to eliminate the rolling ten
dency were underway on the cruis
ers Pensacola and Northampton at
the New York and Norfolk navy
yards, respectively. Despite faults
in construction, the navy contends
that these 10,000 ton vessels are the
best of their kind in naval con
struction.

A naval constructor explained the
changes were necessitated princip
ally because these vessels are the
first of their type ever built here.
The inclination to roll, he said, was
largely due to efforts to design ships
wnich could withstand a maximum
of punishment in battle. To this
end the weight of the vessels was
so disrupted that they would not
readily capsize even on partial
flooding.

Larger bilge keels and stabilizing
tanks are being installed in the
Pensacola and Northampton. Nav-
al constructors hope these devices
will correct the roll without mak
ing the cruisers less able under
punishment.

President Hoover and his naval
advisers split over this type of cruis-
er prior to the London treaty. The
navy general board wanted at least
2i. Mr. Hoover and secretary oi
State Stlmson went down to 18.
Stimson returned from London with
a treaty which permits 15 to be
built and allows three additional
10,000-to- n cruisers for the United
States provided this country propor-
tionately reduces tonnage devoted
to smaller gun cruisers.

Seven additional 10,000 ton cruis-
ers to complete the authorized 15
are under construction and are to
leave the ways with the faults of
their sisters corrected.

Bartrum says he has no plans for
the organization of a manufactur-
ing company to produce the ma-
chines here, but that they will be
built on contract by the various
plants already established. He plans
to be gone at least three months.

In offering the motion for the
dismissal of Howard and the em-

ployment of Dry the state trea-
surer said that the change was be-

ing made "for the welfare of the
children in the school." He charg
ed, that the school has been oper
ated on an Institutional rather
than an educational basis.

Hal E. Hoss, secretary of state,
was reluctant to vote for the mo-
tion on the ground that he knew
nothing of Dry or his qualifica-
tions, that he was not an Oregon
man, and asked If it was necessary
that they go out of the state for
a superintendent.

"The board of control has been
severely criticized forg oing out of
Oregon for executive heads," Hoss
said, adding that if it were possible
to secure a superintendent who is
on Oregon man he would prefer to
do so.

Holman said that he had given
the matter several months of study.
that the position is a hard one to
fill and one demanding technical
training, and that he had reached
the conclusion that Drq was the
best available man for the job.
uovernor Meier joined in recom
mending Dry and Hoss consented
to vote for him.

The board also considered the
matter of Insurance for state
buildings and institutions, and re.

OIL COST MOUNTS

WITH HIGH SPEED

Chicago W You "step on the
gaa" to Increase an automobile's
speed, but It's the oil that takes the
real punishment.

Every motorist knows, vaguely,
that the faster he drives his car the
greater the oil consumption. Now
the American automobile associa-
tion has discovered just what a big
difference a few
make.

A collection of many definite
facts on the subject Is the result of
9,000 miles of tests conducted by the
contest board of the A.A.A. over the
Indianapolis speedway track.

Seventeen stock cars, represent
lng 13 different makes fair

of the 1931 automobile crop
were given the test.
The cars consumed an average of

one quart of oil per thousand miles
when driven at 30 miles an hour,
but the average Jumped up to 6.0

quarts per 1,000 at SS miles an
hour.

The latter amount varied greatly,
however, In the different machines,
some showing as low as two quarts
per 1,000 at the higher speed and
others Jumping to around 101

Using heavier oils at high speed
reduced consumption. It was shown
by the tests, but this saving In oil
was at the expense of a loss of 7

per cent In gasoline mileage.
Greater Internal friction caused

by the heavier oil is held responsi-
ble for the drop in gasoline mile
age. The lesson In this, the report
points out. Is that there Is no good
reason for motorists to vary from
the recommended viscosities.

High-spee- d driving was found to
be more expensive from the

standpoint, also.
Miles per gallon averaged from 12.04
to 1? 13 at 30 miles an hour, and
from 10.24 to 11.06 at the higher
rate.
