But the secret of the re
duced working force, and increased
acreage was explained by the pres-
ence of a new planting machine.
the Invention of Mr. Chapin, which
had that afternoon arrived fresh
from the workshop for a tryout.
The planter is drawn by tractor,
a man carefully following a marked
field, while another man sits con-

venient to the receptacle contain-
ing the bulbs and takes note of how
they are dropping to the furrow
and being covered.

In the storehouse another ma
chine called a grader, likewise a
family invention, has eliminated
much hand work, so that now the
erstwhile busy boss has found spare
time on his hands and has allied
himself with the Mnlmo & Com
pany nursery of Seattle and will
be prepared to fill orders for vari-
ous fancy shrubbery and trees in
addition to his fast growing list of
bulbs.

Prices, explained Mr. Chapin, are
down, and the dry fall is proving an
Impetus to many gardeners who are
laying in supplies in the few weeks
lelt before the tons of bulbs will be
shipped away or replanted In the
nursery.'

SUFFERS HEAVY

OPENING DROP

New York IIP) Utility and Indus
trial stocks, aided by pool opera
tions, brought the stock market up
sharply from early losses of 1 to 6

points In the general list Wednes-

day. The close was Irregular with
railroad Issues heaviest losers.

Early unsettlement was caused
entirely by the complicated inter-
state commerce commission report
made public after the close Tuesday
several days after it had been com-

pleted by the commission.
Railroads had asked a manket

freight rate Increase of 15 per cent;
they received minor Increases con-

tingent on an agreement whereby
the additional earnings would be
pooled to aid the weak railroads.
The original request, it was esti-
mated, would have resulted in in
creased revenues of around $500,- -
000,000. The one granted, with its
limited scope, would amount to
around $125,000,000.

The street was at a loss as to how
the railroads would receive this de-

cision. In the absence of comment
from railroad executives, traders
offered to sell railroad shares at
the opening. Buyers were scarce
and offerings, therefore, had to be
made at wide concessions.

Interest switched from the rails
to the utilities which, easily ad-

vanced after declines ranging to
more than 2 points. This group
was carried up to new gains of
nearly 2 points and it closed high-
er, strength 1n utilities was instru-
mental In bringing a substantial re-

covery in the industrial section.
In the latter Steel common re-

gained nearly all of an early de-

cline of more than 3 points. Au-

burn spurted 8 points from its low.
Gains were registered in all the ac-

tive leaders such as Westlnghouse
Electric, American Can, Montgom-
ery Ward, Case, General Electric
and Columbian Carbon.

Railroad bonds dropped 1 to 5
points in the early trading, adding
to the unsettlement in the market
for railroad stocks.

Some of the railroad bonds ral-
lied before the close, but move-
ments in the group were highly ir-

regular. The remainder of the
bond marke did not follow the ir-

regularity of the rails. Foreign
loans continued to reflect the bet-
ter conditions abroad, which on any
other day would have been bene-
ficial for the stock market. Domes-
tic industrials also were steady. U.
S. issues held well.

According to preliminary calcu-
lations the Dow, Jones and com-

pany industrial average stood at
108.39, off .26 point, railroad aver-
ages at 54.97, off 3.21 points and
the utility average at 43.38, up .49
point.

Sales totaled 2.200,000 shares
compared with 2,500,000 shares
Tuesday.

New York iP A sharp decline
in railroad shares was the stock
market's response Wednesday to the
interstate commerce commission's
decision on the plea for higher
freight rates. The market opened
with numerous declines of $2 to
$4 a share.

Selling was in only moderate
volume, and brokers generally were
not inclined to view the rate de
cision as likely to have more than
temporary influence. Some felt
that the decision had distinctly
favorable Implications.

Nevertheless, shares gave wav
sharply. Southern Pacliic opened
at $54.50. off $4.50: Nortliern Pa
cific declined $3, going under $30:
and Chesapeake & Ohio dropped
$3.50 to $30.25. Such issues

LINES OFFERED

Washington ifl Flatly denied
permission to raise freight rates 15

per cent, America's railways have
before them a new and untried in-
terstate commerce commission pro-
posal for pooling monies derived
from surcharges on freight bills to
aid the less prosperous lines.

The railroads were left with no
apparent alternative but to accept
tne plan, incy were told by the
commission their 15 per cent pro
posal would be harmful to them
selves because of the growing use
of trucks and Their exec-
utives were directed to submit a plan
for handling the pool by December
1, and were informed It could not
operate longer than March 31, 1933.

Railroad men and attorneys had
scoffed at the plan when shippers
suggested it at hearings. It was un
workable, thr y said. The commission,
however, asserted it was workable.

At the same time the commission
outlined the commodities on which
it would permit surcharges and the
amount of those surcharges. They
were limited to a maximum of 10
per cent.

Major farm products Including
wheat, corn, cotton, livestock, and
most fresh fruits are not to be le-
vied against further.

The commission disclaimed any
responsibility for keeping the income
of the railroads up to the require-
ments of the New York and other
state laws for investment purposes.

The principal members of the
league of nations council could not
shake the determination of Ken-
kichl Yoshizawa, the Japanese rep
resentative, at a long meeting Wed
nesday afternoon, and Lord Read-

ing of Great Britain said there
probably would be an open meeting
of the full council Thursday.

tl was during Wednesday's ses-

sion that the Japanese distributed
to the press another long memor-
andum setting forth their position.

"Something will have to be done,"
the memorandum concluded, "to re-

establish an atmosphere of rela-

tively security in order that living
conditions in Manchuria may get
back to normal.

"Japan considers it essential
that China give assurance that she
wishes to put an end to illegal, hos-
tile acts by the military and civil
authorities toward the Japanese
population, and that China guar-
antee that Japanese in Manchuria
may continue operation of their
business without molestation."

Japan has no territorial designs
In Manchuria, the note asserts, but
wishes that China shall observe the
engagements which she had under-
taken toward Japan. Japan desires
that her relations with China be
based not on a policy of aggression
but on peaceful collaboration lor
which the preseint expansion in
Manchuria presents magnificent
possibilities. Tills collaboration
would be fruitful not only for China
and Japan but for all nations, and
mould be an important guarantee
of world ponce."
