her troops as soon as security con
ditions warrant."

M. Yoshlzawa addressed the coun
cil after Aristlde Briand, tbe chair
man, had warned him and Dr. Al
fred Sze, Chinese spokesman, to con
fine themselves to restrained speech
in order that they might not aggra
vate the situation.

Because of Friday's premature an-
nouncement that au armistice had
been agreed to, the atmosphere in
which the council met was consid
erably confused.

Dr. Sze, who followed the Japan
ese delegate to the rostrom. declared
Japan's occupation of Manchuria
was in violation of the covenant
and of tlie Briand-Kelog- g pact.

China, he said, can accept no pro-
position which docs not provide
some arrangement for evacuation at
a reasonably early date. He declared
his readiness to accept the league's
supervision to see that China's mea
sures of security were effectively
carried out.

In order to secure evacuation. Dr.
Sze declared. China means to avail
herself of "every right and every
article of the covenant."

While he said he did not discuss
with the secrets --y the proposal for
a neutral commission to Investi-

gate the Manehurian difficulties
the ambassador said his govern men t
favored such a move.
