TO FILE ANSWER
The demurrer to the Indictment

against Charles R. Archera, expect-
ed to be filed with the county clerk
tomorrow, will attack the Indictment
from several angles. Archerd Is
charged In the Indictment with lar-

ceny by bailee, It being alleged he
converted to his own use wheat tn
his warehouse which was the prop
erty of T. r . walker. Tne wneac
Is said to have had a value of over
(600.

The demurer avers that the court
has no jurisdiction over the person
of the defendant for any lawful
purpose, that the Indictment does
not substantially conform to tne
requirements ot law, and that the
facts stated do not constitute a
crime. The demurrer further avers
that the Indictment is not direct
and certain In that it falls to al-

lege the particular circumstances ot
the crime charged and facts neces-

sary to constitute a complete crime.
More than one crime Is stated in
the indictment, the demurrer fur
ther alleges, and charges that the
Indictment is dupllcituous and mis-

leading and that the facts stated
are insufficient for the defendant
to properly defend. The demurrer
will be filed by O. F. Pruess, Grants
Pass attorney, who expects to come
here the latter part of the month
to defend Archerd at the trial and
will probably be here earlier when
arguments come up on the demur-
rer.

"First and foremost, adequate
provision against human suffering
second, put federal credit beyond
doubt; third, aids to rapid liquida

modity surpluses and to cntrol pro
ductive capacity; Ilttb, determina
tion of policy on world economics,
disarmament and debt."

The financier opposed vancella- -
tlon of war debts.

He urged a "beer tax" and Im
mediate repeal of the eighteenth
amendment.

He outlined a five point program
for the nations fiscal policy, as fol
lows:

$800,000,000 of actual and certain
saving; $150,000,000 of new revenue
from beer; all emergency approorhv
tions to be covered by new revenue
sufficient for sinking fund and in
terest thereon; abandonment of the
present treasury method of financ
ing the deficit; restriction of gov-
ernment aid to debtors to Imme
diate revision of the bankruptcy act
and to a contingent liability on
guarantee of interest on scaled down
debts to be applied only on pru-
dent risks."

Dealing at length with the farm
problem, Baruch presented two
plans.

First, he proposed a form mort
gage plan, suggesting a corporation
to issue tnree per cent tax exempt.

bonds with interest uncon-
ditionally guaranteed by the gov
ernment.

The bonds would be exchanged for
existing farm mortgages or for the
title of foreclosed farms, but not
to exceed 60 per cent of par ol
such mortgages.

The mortgages would be "revised
on the basis of 3V4 per cent inter
est on a scaled down principal," the
enecc oeing to write down the prln
clpal of existing mortgages by one
half and the interest rate by two
tnrros.

Baruch's second proposal for farm
relief was to have a government
agency rent land from farmers to
be taken out of production. This,
he said, was an "exact reversal" of
the principle now proposed for
bounties on production.

NOTED BRITISH

OFFICER DEAD

London, Feb. 13 (Pi Field Mar
shal Sir William Robertson, one of
the most Important military leaders
among allied commanders during
the World war, Is dead.

Tne enter of staff of the British
army during three years of that
world conflict passed away sudden-
ly yesterday at the age of 75.

Sir William had the unique dis-
tinction ot being the only man In
British history to rise from the
ranks to receive a field marshal's
baton. He received many decora-
tions for service In Indian cam
paigns and the Boer war as well as
in the World war. Among these was
an American medal.

In' recognition of his war service
he received a baronetcy and a grant
01 lo.ooo pounds in luiu.

Sir William was convinced the
western front was the decisive the-
ater ot action in the World war and
opposed sending British forces to
Macedonia and Palestine or distant
regions where he believed comman-
ders already had substantial forces.
He resigned from command In Feb-

ruary, 1918, a month before a great
German offensive which was Inter.
pretted as demonstrating the cor
rectness of his views.

6 NEW CARDINALS

WILL BE CREATED

Vatican City, Feb. 13 VP) The Os.
servatore Romano announced this
evening that six new cardinals
would be created at a consistory
March 13, among them Pietro

apostolic delegate to
the United States and Mexico.

Jean Marie Rodriguez Vllleneuve,
archbishop of Quebec, will also be
elevated to the cardlnalate, tne
newspaper says.

The others are Arcnbisnop lnnit- -
zer of Vienna, Archbishop Fossatl
of Turin, Archbishop Delia Costa of
Florence, and Archbishop Dold, pa-

pal nuncio to Rumania.

The Italians who
have been In a slight minority for
several years again would be in the
majority, 30 to 38, as lour ol tne six
new appointees are Italians.

The elevation of Archbishop
means that he will
