The nation is where it is today simply because of lack
of strong leadership in the White House and the divided
leadership in congress which thwarted efforts of the execu-
tive ag the country swept into a maelstrom of disastrous de-
Tlation.

In normul times the econstitutional limitntions of gov-
ernment work salisfactorily enough—but they never have
and they never will work in great emergencies. Fovtunately
our gystem is resilient enougl to enable the congress to con-
fer great powers on Lhe executive ut sueh times and reduce
ituplf Lo an advizory board to ratily the exoentive’s 4
and then resume e functions when the emergency
paseed.

All governments are “Lenevolent despolisms” and many
with the benevolence eliminated. The acls of congress may
be just ay despotie us those of any other governing power,
It is when the benevoletce i eliminntod that tyranny refens,
and neither the conpress nor the people nor the exccutive
himaelf will stand for th at,

President Roosevelt has o popular mandate to restore
prosperity and demands fhe emergency powers that will en-
able him to attempt it. e is willing to lead the way and
the people to follow his leadership, [f he accomplishes the
result sought, the ends justify the means, TIf he does not,
of course he is finished—a fact he realizes as well #3 anyone.
Meanwhile he is entitled to hearty cooperation to make his
efforts succesatul, with a truce to palities.
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Our Gold Policy

*In the sevies of {inuncinl crises which have followed
each other since the summar of 1831 each nation has finally
been forced to decide whether it would defend the gold pari-
fy of its enrvency or ils own internal price level, No nation
haus been able fo do both, No nation hag been able to main-
tain the value of its curreney in terma of gold and also to
atabilize the domestic purchasing power of its currency, A
choice has had to be made between keeping up prices at homa
and of keeping up the gold value of the currency abroad,”
says Walter Tipman, publicist, in discussing the desertion of
the gold slandnvd by the United Stales,

Germnny in the summer of 1981, elected to maintain the
gold value of the reichamark. In doing it, commodily prices
have fallen 15 percent, and the deflation resulting wuas so
great that it brought aboul 4 revolution and installed Hitler.

Great Britain in the foll of 1931, eleeted to defend its
price structure, rather than the gold value of the pound,
which has therefore depreciated in other countries. But the
price level has been stabilized and there has been no acute
crisis. Smaller nations followed Britain’s course and went
off the gold standard with beneficial results—deflation cent-
ered in the gold standard nations,

The United States had to either follow the German poli-
cy of defending gold parity of the currency or the British
policy of defending the internal price structuve agninst con-
tinued deflation. It hns chosen the British plan for it was
plain that {0 maintain the gold parity of currency eondemns
the nation to continued deflation awd falling prices.

Having finally decided to go off the gold stundard, and
adopt a poliey of controlled inflation, there will not be the
necedgity for the intrieate and paternnlistic schemes like the
farm bill to eonnteract the effect of the fall in prices, Al-
rveady price deflation has been checked, Nor will there be
the necessity of inflation by fiat money, so strongly urged
on congress, which wonld have inovitably followed.

Critic Turns Administrator

The most perdistent eritic of the government's admin.
fatration of Indian affaivs has been appointed commissioner
of the Indinn bureau by President Roosevelt., He is John
Collier, who na secretary of the American Indian Defense as-
sociation lins waged relentless warfare upon the bureau's
tactica. Time and again, he has exposed its extravagance,
exploitations, abuses and stupidity in its treatment of the
noble redmen. He probably knows more about Indian nf-
fuirg than nny person in the country,

Mr. Collier has devoted many years to study and at-
templed reformation of the burenn,  He is now In position
to enforce these reforms—which ave badly needed, The
eritic has now beeome the administeator and will have to
make good and probubly will,

Perhaps the biggest waste of money by the bureau is
#ts persistont attempt to civilize tribes that have proven im-
pervious to eivilization, and return to native ways as scon &
pressure is removed. One thing seems certain, the idle In-
diang will be given jobs on theip own reservations and sup-
plant the whites, while exploitation and robbery of their
property will be chocked,
