Scio A large rattlesnake meas-

uring 38 inches long, with six rat-
tles and a button, was killed on
Woodard mountain Sunday by a

group consisting of Henry Gesfther,
Lawrence Van Handel, Joe and Mike
Schwindt, John Mayerhofer and
John Silbernagel. Two smaller rat-

tlers also were killed.
The party went especially prepar-

ed to fight snakes. Rattlers en-
countered in the open were stoned
or clubbed to death, some even be-

ing shot. That particular section
of the Jordan region seems unusu-
ally Infested with rattlesnakes at
times. Hunting parties often have
bagged large numbers in a single
day.

Several heavy charges of dyna-
mite were used in the caves and
crevices thought to be the rendez-
vous of the rattlers, and it is be-

lieved that many may have been
killed by the explosions. Last year
11 rattlesnakes were killed in the
same locality.
