Washington, Aug. 14 (P) The de-

partment of justice announced to
night that an escaped convict, Albert
L. Bates, arrested in Denver today,
was the George Bates sought by the
government in connection with the
kidnaping of Charles P. Urschel, of
Oklahoma City, July 22.

Bates, a 35 year old escaped con-

vict, had used the name of Albert
L. Bates as one of seven aliases, the
department said.

Attorney General Cummlngs an-
nounced earlier that Harvey Bailey.
caught in a raid near Paradise, Tex.,
Saturday, had a large amount of
marked ransom money paid Urs
chel kidnapers, and tnat Bates and
George Kelly also were sought as
members of the kidnaping gang.

Kelly, the attorney general said;
has been positively identified as one
ot the kidnapers. He was said to be
traveling over the west in a

automobile. Bates was describ
ed as one of the occupants of the
car.

Wanted in Washington, Nebraska,
Nevada, Utah and Michigan for es-

cape, burglary and bank robbery,
Bates also had been traveling under
the names of James O. King, George
Davis, George Harris, Roy Harris,
Bernard McLaughlin and Bernard
Hughes, the department said.

Three others have been arrested

Seymour Ress, Associated Press
photographer, lost his camera and
precious plates Saturday afternoon
at the hands of an hysterical mob
which descended.Aipon the

Airways dock to prevent the
escape of Colonel Orestes Rerrera,
former secretary of state.

As the pilot took off In a hall
of bullets, with the secretary aud
his wife safely guarded, the in-

furiated mob bore down on Ress
and destroyed his camera and
plates which were to have gone to
Miami aboard the plane.

At the point of pistols and rifles,
they forced him into a machine
and after handling him roughly,
threw him out in the outskirts of
Havana.

Another Associated Press camera
man, Jose Garcia, who last week
was dragged to safety as he was
photographing the massacre of cele-

brating Cubans by soldiers before
the presidential palace, dug out
from vaults duplicate "shots" of the
rioting of the week-en-

These pictures, taken almost at
the same time and places as those
of Ress, were prepared for delivery.
Other pictures, obtained from Ha-
vana newspaper members of the As-

sociated Press, were included.
Despite the fact news reel cam-

eramen and other photographers
were keeping films locked in vaults
for safe keeping during the rioting,
the Havana "A.P." staff at once
made preparations to fly their sec-

ond batch of pictures to Miami for
distribution over the United States.

Moody was placed in charge of the
state's prosecution in the murder
trial of L. A. Banks ot Medfora, al
ter Levens died suddenly. Subse
qucntly Moody handled the prosecu
tion of a number ol Jackson county
persons who were charged with theft
of ballots.

Van Winkle said Moody will wind
up the details of the Jackson county
prosecutions and then make ms
headquarters In Salem. He will fill
permanently the position vacated by
Levens' death, though his duties
may not be precisely the same In
the reorganization, Van Winkle said.

Moody was Portland general at
torney for the Southern Pacific
company about 20 years ago, but
retired because of ill health and
moved to Jackson county. He Is the
son of Z .F. Moody, one of Oregon's
early governors.

To the Editor: A forum in the
Canltal Journal of the Issue Aug. 9

criticizing the Salem barbers for
organizing a code which includes a
50 cent haircut, it's laughable both
of the fact the person that wrote
that article Is so misinformed and
declined to sign their name.

The NRA is asking that all in
dustries and trades shorten then-
hours creating more jobs to put
more people back to work to bring
the purchasing power back. It is
also asking that they all receive a
decent wage or income for their
labor. It's true, barber shop own
ers paid a larger guarantee wage
when haircuts were 50 cents before.
But they compelled journeyman
barbers to stick around barber shops
longer hours than now under the
new barbers' code. Barbers have
been cutting hair the past couple
years for 25 cents because they
were human enough to see that the
people with their indecent income
could not even afford a 25 cent
haircut, and 98 per cent, if not 100

per cent of barbers who did cut
hair for 25 cents the last couple of
years went behind and lived partly
on savings which they saved in good
times.

A quarter century ago 95 per cent
of men and boys, ages from 16 to
100 got shaved in barber shops eight
or ten times per month, and he who
shaved himself was laughed at by
everybody. Today it's just the re-

verse, 95 per cent shave themselves
with a grubbing hoe they call a
safety. Safety to the pocketbook
only. And during this depression
girls and women have been getting
15 cent haircuts in beauty parlors
together with a curl or a wave.

A quarter of a century ago the
entire overhead costs of conduct-
ing a barber shop did not exceed
$12 per month, today its few barber
shops operated under less than a
$40 overhead cost. The 25 cent
haircut is no more practicable to-

day than $1 per day for workmen.
Give the barbers back the shave
trade the safety razor robbed them
of, and the $12 monthly overhead
snop and barbers will go back to 15

cent shave and 25 cent haircut.

Washington, Aug. 14 UP) A 56

hour work week was proposed today
oy me national Association ot

druggists in a code of fair com
petition submitted to the recovery
administration.

Hours of operation of stores would
be limited to 52 hours per week un
less operation hours were less than
52 before July 1, 1933.

The maximum hours would not
apply to drug stores employing not
more than two persons in towns of
less than 2,500 population which are
not part of a larger trading area,
Registered pharmacists and execu
tive employes would be expected
from the 56 hours week of other
employes.

Minimum wages of $15 a week in
the north and $14 a week in the
south in cities of 500,000 population
and over were proposed. In cities
between 250,000 and 500,000 the
minimum would drop to $14.50 in
the north and $13.50 in the south
becoming, in communities between
2,500 and 250,000 of population $14
ana ?is respectively.

In towns of less than 2.500 dodu-
lation the druggists proposed to in-

crease all wages by not less than 20
per cent provided such increase
does not exceed $12 a week.

these men are affiliated with poli-
ticians and I think that some poli-
tical organizations are racketeers
themselves."

"This is a war against racketeers
and I thing that if the war is pro

perly waged the racketeers will be
licked in 60 days."

PLANS COMPLETED

Marshfield. Aug. 14 (LP) Revised
plans for the mile-lon- g highway
bridge over Coos Bay were given
final approval today at a meeting
of State Bridge Engineer C. B.

The vertical clearance of the
Coos span is to be 144 feet at mean
low water on a width of 245 feet.
and 136.2 feet on a width of 400
feet. Original plans called for a
136.8 foot vertical clearance on the
entire 400 foot width.

The plans, which are to be pre
sented to the United States dis
trict engineer at Portland tomorrow,
were altered at the request of the
port after shipping companies had
indicated previous plans did not
meet their maximum requirements.
