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Film Salaries

A federal investigation of the fabulous salaries paid to
movie stars during the depression is reported pending., It
follows the referee's inguiry into the bankruptcy of the
Paramount Publix corporation, which was caused in part at
lenst hy the huge salaries paid officials as well a% film actors.

In 1929 Adolph Zukor, president of Paramount, and
Jesse Lasky, vice-president in charge of production, e:n:h re-
ceived $887,500 in salary and bonuses. Samuel Katgz, in
eharge of theaters, and Sidney R, Kent, sales manager, each
received 3710,000, A year later Zukor and Lasky received
$368,614.86, while Kaiz and Kent had been reduced to $287,-
091,89, By 1831, when the company was beginning to fall
apart, Zukor and Lasky had been cut to hut $113,616.90 each,

In the bankruptey case of the West Coast, it was brought
out that B, P. Schalberg, executive director of studios, re-
ceived $312,000 in 1929 and $213,868 in 1031. In the first
nine months of 1932, he was paid $216,918 by & concern drift-
Ing into receivership.

Nearly half a hundred Hollywood sctors receive salaries
ranging from $8000 to $10,000 a week, Some 200 others and
about 50 directors receive an average weekly wage of $1000.
Some stars are paid by the picture, averaging three a year,
netting from §$800,000 to $450,000 annually, These include
Will Rogers, Richard Barthelmess and Richard Dix,

Constance Bennett totals over §500,000 a year, Greta
Garbo §10,000 a week for 62 weeks. Ann Harding grosses
$300,000 a year, while Raymond Novarro, Joan Crawford,
Wallace Beery, Marie Dressler and Janet Gaynor gel from
$3,000 to $4,000 & week, Producer stars, like Chaplin, Mary
Pickford and Harold Lloyd meke from $600,000 to $2,000,000
a year, John Barrymore gol $105,000 for 21 days work, Some
producers and direclors draw from $5,000 to $10,000 a week,
some are paid by the picture, at $60,000 per. Many get a
cut on profits. Louis B, Mayer totals $750,000 a year, Oth-
erg aplit costs and profits for even greater incomes,

With 15,000,000 in the breadlines and on doles, salaries
ten times as great as paid the president of the United States
for comparitively little work, do not set well with the fam-
ished unemployed.

A Church Discard

The attitude of the Anti-Saloon Lengue and other die-
hard dry organizations in voting to continue the fight to re-
ennct n prohibition amendment instend of devoting their
energies towards promotion of temperance by education, and
endeavoring to prevent return of the saloon, has disgusted
many of their eratwhile supporters. A few days ago the
Illinpis conference of the Methodist Episcopnl church voted
to withdraw support from the Anti-Siloon League, because,
as the Rev. A. M. Pennowell declnred :

This is no time for ehildlahly defending organizations which have
been successful in the past but which today are ueeless,

We should throw our Influence toward cerfaln basle and practical
controls which will give some measure of proteciion to the publie,

The example of the Hllinois Methodists in throwing their
influence towards logal control of the liquor evil to guard the
pulilic against drunkeness and Inwlessness will probably be
widely followed. However, it will be tough on the profes-
giongl prohibitionists who have made a good living out of
the agitation these many years, Noowondor the thought of
going to work has little attraction, hence the futile effort to
revivify the moribund meal ticket organizations,

The Rockefeller report on liguor control spoke of the
remarkable effect legalizing 8.2 percent beer has had in
decrensing deunkeness and promoting sobriety, While we
cannot perhaps expect the Methodists to throw their influ-
ence to beer as a protection ngainst strong drink, we can at
least expect them Lo ceéuse boyeotting grocery stoves for sell-
ing 3.2 percent beverage that promotes temperanee,

000 fewer hogs, The farmers However, held hack the best
pigs ag well a8 gows, only 200,000 near farrowing being
alaughtered, yet the spring pork output may be cut 15 per-
cent. The goul was 6 million pigs and 1 million sows.

Cost has been 830 millions that went o the farmers,
85 millions paid to processors, {o be collected when a perma-
nent corn-hog regulation program goes into effect, with a
proposcd processing tax of $2 a hundredweight,
