The Why of the Howl

As our foreign Lrade gaing by leaps and bounds, we cun
well understand the dismay abroad when the United States
went off the gold standavd, the praise bestowed on us for
having remained ont the gold basis, and the expressed desire
of the British for stabilizing the dollar g0 the pound could
control it,

Exports in October tolalled $104,000,000, the highest
level of any month since Octobey, 1921, Imports were also
up slightly at $151,000,000, It now appears probable that
our total 19338 exports will approximate $1,700,000,000, giv-
ing us a moderate favorable balance and—more important—
providing, with imports, a two-way trade of more than $3,.-
000,000,000, Our foreign trade is far under the levels of
boom yeara, but is surprisingly large when ong considers the
severity of the depression from which the world is emerging
and tariff barriers evected.

This year's exports have a larger value than our entive
production of automobiles and more than twice the value of
this year's total cotton crop, our output of petroleum or our
production of steel ingots. For the profits that it earns and
the men that it employvs divectly or indivectly, foreign trade
must still be considered one of ouy great assets. We should

give thought to conserving it and expauding it,

The gituation iz exactly the reverse of what existed a
few months ago hefore we went off the wold basis, Sending
the dollar down abroad, has sent the pound and other foreign
currencies up, and given Americany the advantage the Brit-
fah and others had in exporting, They could sell a lurge
variety of commoditiss in the United Stiates, even over our
tariffy, and compete favorably with American producers.
Now, a3 one result of the administration's monctary policy,
the tables are turned and it iz the United States which has
the edge in trade,

Yet there has been no deprecintion of the dollar in the
United States, It {4 a3 highly valued as ever, Tt will still
buy $1.67 worth of goods ns compured to the 1026 base, It
is only the forefgn mind that car grasp the idea that the
dollnr hag deprecinted, And it really hasu’t, TIi's gold that
