Prof. W. T. Van Scoy was
principal, Louis Barzee taught the
Intermediate grades, and Miss Car
rie Shoemaker was teacher of the
primary department. There was also
a business course taught by J, C.
Siegmund, and Miss Jessie Looney
had a class of music students. The
enrollment of the school was a little
less than 200.

In the same Issue a list of the var-
lous business houses at that time
was given. Three mercantile stores,
two hardware stores, two black
smith shops, two millinery stores,
tin shop, shoe shop, barber shop,
restaurant, hotel, livery stable, drug
store, jewelry store, harness shop,
butcher shop, photograph gallery,
two dressmakers, real estate off
ice, two doctors, saw and planing
mm, fence factory, grist mill, two
churches and the institute. At that
time Jefferson had about 500 inhab
itants.
