FARMERS STILL
GET T0O LITTLE

Caorvallls, Mareh 21 (#—Prlees
for Oregon farm products now wre
not high except by comparison with
the bankruptey levels of 1832 and
1033, it wans snid here Loday by L. R.
Brefthuupt, extension economist at
Oregon State college, A statistical
survey, he said. supports this con-
clusion even though consumers
may [eel that some food prices have
come back faster than thelr In-
comes,

“Tho general level of farm prices
in Ovegon,” Brelthpupt sald, “is
stll only 60 per ceni of the 1026
1830 average, and in the country as
& whole It Is only 79 per cent of
that level,

Speaking in terms of parity prie-
es, which s the basis of the agri-
culttral adfustment act, Brelthsupt
sald that while many farm prices
now mre higher than in the pre-
war perlod of 1910 to 1014, purity
has not been reached because things
the farmer buys are still forther
above the pre-war level,

“A good many people” he sald,
think that when farm prices reach
the 1810-1014 avernge that agricul-
ture will be back to parity. This is
not true, because (the Mmdex of
prices pald by farfers now I at
127 per cent of the 1010-1914 level.
In other words, It takes 27 per cent
mote farm products to purchase
the same amount of commodities
usunlly purchased by farmers than
it did before the war,
