Washington, Aug. 13 p) Allot- -
ment of $103,084,077 of work relief
funds was recommended to Presl-- 1

dent Roosevelt today by his works
allotment board.

The board approved proposals to
spend $16,000,000 for a census of

youth and of occupations.
Allotment of $43,209,305 to the

works progress administration was
recommended for use in, among
others, the following states:

Colorado, Oregon, Arizona, Cali-

fornia, Nebraska, Washington.
The board recommended $24,677,

882 for 77 projects of varying na-

ture throughout the country.
The proposed census fund would

provide for a survey of the
entire population as well as occu-

pations and the number of youths.
It was estimated this would pro-

vide employment at the peak for
$139,500 "white collar" workers, of
whom 25,000 are to be employed
under the national youth admin-
istration.

AAA MEASURE

BACK TO HOUSE

Washington, Aug. 13 (LP) The
AAA amendments, revised to per-
mit limited filing of suits to recover
processing taxes, returned to the
house today for approval of a con-
ference report.

Acceptance of the report by the
house was virtually certain. It will
then go to the senate for approval
there and thence to the White
House for President Roosevelt's sig-

nature, perhaps late this week.
The report carries the senate pro-

vision permitting suits, where pro
cessors can show the commissioner
of internal revenue they did not
pass the tax on to consumers. The
provision potentially affects $900,- -
000.000 paid in processing taxes.

The report carries an authoriza
tion of $20,000,000 for elimination of
diseased cattle; $50,000,000 from the
$4,000,000,000 work relief fund for
purchase and retirement of submar
ginal land, and a proposal to set up
a potato control system under the
secretary of agriculture.

Price-- f 1 x i n g provisions were
stricken from the house bill on all
commodities except milk. It would

permit a majority of producers to
determine prices to be paid them.

A present executive regulation ex

empting cotton producers for their
first two bales from provisions of
the Bankhead cotton control act
was written into the measure.

Other features permit the presi
dent to fix import quotas on com
moditles conflicting with the AAA

program and set aside 30 per cent
of customs receipts as an export
bounty for American farmers.

Detroit. Aug. 13 T The case of
William Lee Ferris aii. three wom-
en on trial with him for the hold

men and aix women this afternoon.

Judge John A. Boyne said that
four separate verdict were possible
In the case of Ferris first or second
degree murder, manslaughter or ac-

quittal.

Joan Miller, he said, could not be
convicted of manslaughter, but any
one of the other three verdict were
possible regarding them.

He revealed that Al Capone, first
of America's "No. 1 public enemies,"
has been promoted to prison li-

brarian.
The former Chicago gang over

lord, however, "is burning up at the
restrictions of that Alcatraz mad
house," he said.

"Whoever the convict was who
said that Al is losing his mind over
it was absolutely wrong, though," he
added. "Al is not cracking up under
the treatment."

Capone has been thrown in the
hole throe or four times for talk-

ing," Ambrose said. "The
rule is the hardest thing In A-

lcatraz life for him, and for every
prisoner there.

"But Capone is going up. . . He
worked first in the dry cleaning
shop and, I think, in the shoe shop.
Now he has been promoted to the
library."

Swinging back to the bitterness
of the San Francisco bay prison's
inmates, he continued:

"Not a word can be spoken by the
convicts in line, at the table, at
work or in their cells. We got to talk
once a week on Saturday after
noons from 1 to 3:30 when we were
allowed out in the yard. Nothing
more. Of course, we'd try whisper
ing out of the corner of our mouths
and we'd use a signal system, but
everyone who's caught Is punished.

"The guards try kindergarten
stuff on prisoners who are sup-
posed to be the worst In America.
Silly rules like this:

"If you leave bits of food on your
plate, you lose one meal. You've
got to eat everything you take at
the cafeteria aisle tables. So If you
take a frankfurter and leave the
skins because they're too tough, you
lose one meal the next day. If you
leave something on your plate at
three meals In a row, then you
don't get any meal the next day.

"No radios, not a single news-

paper. You can buy magazines, but
they come to you with pages and
articles torn out. You can't pass a
magazine to a buddy in another cell,
have to turn it over to a guard
with the prisoner's number marked
on it.

"Your letters come to you cen-

sored and retyped. Can't get the
originals. Out of a three page let
ter you may get six or seven lines.

"The hopelessness gets you. Ca
pone feels It. Everybody does. At
Aicatraa you're marked as a des
perado. You know you'll never get
a parole . . . not a chance for any
body.

"And always there's the punish
ment of having to keep still. Silence
from mom ing to night. Silence at
the table. For 13 days I ate beside
Capone. After supper, the lockup at
4:40 and from then until lights-o-

at 9:30, we had to keep our mouths
shut. Thats the main thing
talked about when we could break
our silence once a week."

Ambrose, alls Frank Chapman,
tunneled out of Leavenworth peni
tentiary, and escaped a prison train
another time.

licves possibility of escaping the
granite prison would be remote.

"It's the nearest escape-pro- it
can be made, and the toughest
'pen I've ever seen, ho said,

"It's the silly, aggravating things
such as grabbing the safety razor

back from you. Just as soon as you've
finished shaving in cold water
that get on your nerves,

"It's a devil's island, all right,"
he concluded.

Burrier, former land plan-
ning consultant for Oregon, now
with the resettlement administra-
tion, told the convention this state
has done probably as much as any
other state in promoting a unity of
effort in land planning activities.
He pointed to the work of the east-
ern Oregon public land use commit-
tee appointed by Governor Martin,
as a coordinating agency which
brought together divergent federal,
county and private interests in set-

tling the game reserve problem.
The relationship of state planning

boards to federal and other land
planning agencies is causing grief in
several states, delegates reported.
All agreed, however, that land use
planning Is economically sound and
essential to further agricultural de-

velopment
Professor David Weeks. Univer-

sity of California, who has been
land planning consultant in that
state, presided at the morning ses-

sion and read a paper on the phi-
losophy and objectives of land plan-
ning. Paul Ewaig of the federal bu-

reau of agricultural engineering,
submitted a paper in which he de-

clared land planning throgh better
consideration of soil types would
have saved scores of reclamation
projects from disastrous economic
difficulties.

SENT FRANKLIN
New York, Aug, 13 (IP American

Federation of Labor leaders warn-
ed President Roosevelt today that
labor's protest against the WPA
"security" wage may spread
throughout the country and wreck
the $4,000,000,000 work-reli- pro-
gram. The leaders were attempt-
ing to tie up $50,000,000 In federal
projects with a strike of 15,000
men.

Officials of the works progress
administration asserted the New
York strike had collapsed, with
fewer than 1,000 men out of 100,000
off their Jobs, but President Wil
liam Green of the A. F. of L. an
nounced he was "reliably Informed"
that labor throughout the nation
will defy the government work-o-

starve ultimatum.
Green, presiding at the annual

meeting of the American Federa-
tion of Labor executive council in
Atlantic City, recommended to Mr.
Roosevelt at the council's direction
that all reconstruction work assig-
ned to the works progress admin
istration be transferred to the pub
lic works administration.

The WPA, under executive order.
pays employes from relief rolls the

security wage. The PWA
pays the prevailing wage scale In
each community.

Unless the administration alters
a policy of forcing skilled labor toj
work at the "security" wage, Green
said, "we are reliably informed that
as WPA work relief projects are
launched In all the different cities
throughout the country the build-

ing trades workers will take the
same action in those cities as was
taken by workers in New York,
New Jersey and Philadelphia.
