Meanwhile, other developments in
the political field engaged the cap-
ital's interest. One was a statement
by Senator Capper (R.. Kans.), that
any of a number of republican pre-
sidential possibilities could defeat
Mr. Roosevelt next year.

Another was word coming from
administration circles indicating
that Mr. Roosevelt ma have some-

thing to say on constitutional ques-
