The highway ecommisgion, ulilizing federal fands, pro-
poses Lo widen, realign and reconstruct this streteh of road
to meet existing and indieated traffic demands and to con-
form to modern standards,

But the improvement is opposed hecanse the new line
will infringe in places upon private property and will require
some serviee stationg and rondside enling plices to move
their locations if they are o remnin on the munin line of
travel. To accommodate these individuals the eommission
is requested to modify its plans and restrict improvements
to curve roductions and shoulder widening.

Aside from the fact that to secure federal funds for pri-
mary highway improvements the commission must conform
tn standurds established by the hureau of public roads, the
eommission will not he justified in spending ita available
funds on makeshift improvements to the most important
highway in the state. There has been too much waste of
munoy of this kind in the pust.

The Salem-Jefferson section has long heen recognized
as one of the principal hottlenecks along the Pacific high-
way. It is eraoked, navrow, dangerous and entirely inade-
nuate for the flow of high speed through traffic it serves.
In the interests of evervone coneerned its reconstruetion o
modern standards should he encouraged and supporterd,
rather than condemned and opposed.
