The new king snd his brother,
the Duke of York, now helr pre-
sumptive to the throne, few from
Sandringham to London for the
caremony making him ruler of one-
@ fourth of the world, king of Great
Britain and Ireland and of the do-
minlons: beyond the sess, and em=
peror of Indin.

Thousands of the new king's sub-
jeats milled oulside as the coutioll-
lors and assisting dignitaries ap-
proved the proclamation saying
that “We, therefore, the lords spir-
jtunl and temporai of this realm,
being dssisted with these of his late
majesty's privy councll, with num=
bets of other principal gentlemen
of quality, with the lord mayor, al-
dermen and citizens of London, do
now, hereby, with ote volee and
consent, publlsh and proclaim Lhat
the high and mighty Prinee Edward
Albert Christian George  Andrew
Potritk David is now, by the death
of our late Soverelgn of happy me-
mory, our only lawful liege lord,
Edward VIL"

The king wore morning garb for
the tirst part of the ceremony, which
consisted of & meeting of the lords
in council. Then he chnnged quickly,
dushing back across the courtyard
and re-appearing for the meeting
of the privy council itself in full ad-
miral’s dress, completr with cloak,
cockerd hat and aword.

A military guard saluted ns he ap-
peared.

King Edward then took the oath
to respect the Church of Scolland
and signed a procinmation preserv-
ing the continuity of office of his
ministers and the publle services,

The king did not appear before
his people.  After spendlng n quiet
Hour at York House, his residence,
he walked hatless across the am-
bassadors’ court direct to the state
apartment of Sk James  palace,
perfectly groomed and wearing
mourning dress,

The arrival of the lord mayor's
coaches for the ceremony, with the
privy coiincillors In  searlel coals
and cocked hats, the Judges in wig
and gown, and other dignitaries,
caused tge crowd to break through
the police lines at the rear of the
palace court.

Motinted police road into  the
throng, pushing them back. Seyer-
al among the crowd of 5000 were
knocked down and the polles had
diffleulty clearing the way for the
Jord mayor’s coaches and the lim-
ousines of the others

The lord mayor slighted [rom
his pilded coach, dressed in gay
medieval trappings. Foup cosch-
men in buff greatcoats and gold
cockaded top hats manned the
conch.

The king, In his somber mourn-
fng garb, was a dignified figure
amidst the resplendent robes and
uniforms of the others

While Lhe teremony was in pro-
gress the Inte king lay In the dark-
ened bedroom of Sandringham
house where he died. The body
will be taken tonight to the little
village church where he worship-
ped, to be guarded by foresters and
game kecpers from his estate.

On Thursday the body will be
transported to Westminster Abbey
1o lie in state until the funeral. it
then will be buriad among the other
kings at Windsor.

The privy councillors and otNers
took the oath of feaity lo the king,
kissing his hand as they knelt. The
proclamation will be read to the pu-

. 'blic by royal heralds at St. James'
palace tomorrow., Then It will be
read at Charing Oross, Temple Bar,
ihe corner of Chancellery Lane and
on the steps of the Royal Exchange
in “the ojiy.’

The privy council meeting mark-
ed the first engagement o! the Duke
ol Gloticester, third son of the Iate
king, outilde Buckingham palace
sinces he became (I cecently. Wear-
Ing his famillar Hussar's uniform
with the ribbon of the Order of the
Garter, he arrived inte with thé
Duke of York, They had been held
up by tralfic congestion.

The Duke of York wore a naval

uniform, with the ribbon of the
Garter, '
The Archbisiiop’ of Canlerbury,

dressed in purple and white Vest-
ments, stumbled as he stepped from
his car; Bul a foalman seized his arm
and saved him from [alling.

and Queen Mayy is buried in the
church, from which the royal stand-
ard whipped in a ©cold January
wind. -

The estate slirred anew with ac-
tivity, after the hush of the king's
dying hours, as the servanls pre-
pared for the last departure of their
master.

Queenn Mary, whose sturdy self
control had kept ber calm during

sorrow. the princess royal, only
daughter of King George and
Queen Mary, and other members of
the roynl houschold went to Saint
Mary of Magdalene's church this
morning: for a  holy communion
service.

The service wis conducted Ly the
Archbishop of Canterbury who only
f few hours before had given a last
blessing to the dying king.

Unlike the temainder of the
countryaide, where flags whipped at
half-staff in & strong wvind, the
roynl standard on the little ehutch
flew from the top of its pole,

A symbol of the last hall of the
siogun, *The king s dead! Long
live the king!" the standard al-
ways (lles at full staff, signifying
that the British empire Iz never
without a ruler,

The late King George, four days
after he contracted a sudden iliness;
suecumbed at 11385 o'clock (8158 p
m,, EST.) Inst night to complica-
tlohs arising from d severe cold,
bronchinl eatarrh and a heart weak-
ness—n burden too heavy for the
frail form to bear.

Steeling themselves for a double
ordeal of burying the dead king and
proclaiming  the new soverelgn,
Queen Mary and her children wept
and prayed over King George's bler
a5 the empirg of 450,000,000 sub-
Jects waited to do him homage,

Regpecting their privacy, the sad-
dened subjects and neighbors of the
bereaved family left them fto thkir
