Republicans view the results of the Cleveland conven-
tion with satisfaction. The ticket named was probably the
best that could be selected among the candidacies for there
was a paucity of talent among the offerings. The platform
is the usual compromise designed to appease contending fac-

tions and catch votes. The result was never in doubt for the
well organized Landon machine had full control of the situa-
tion from the start, and skillfully manipulated to create har-

mony by nominations by acclamation.
In Alfred M. Landon they have a capable standard bear-

er, a sturdy self made American with common sense and
practical ability despite his mediocrity and lack of brilliance.
He has little magnetism or imaginative appeal and his record
is hare of creative statesmanship, but few presidents have
had these qualities. He has been well dubbed "the Kansas
Coolidge," and would be "sane and safe" along conventional
lines.

Frank Knox, a successful publisher, is probably the abler
man of the two, though never having served in public office,
hig record proves his independence, forthrightness, and in-

nate conservatism, despite his bolting the party, as Landon
did. with the first Roosevelt. Both candidates are person-
ally likable and vigorous, menially and physically.

Both probably have their eyes fixed on 1940 for the
chances of defeating Roosevelt are not very bright and grow
dimmer with returning prosperity. Conditions are improv-
ing too fast to make successful a campaign based on nega-

tion, dissatisfaction and discontent sufficient in strength to
defeat a candidate with the personal appeal and record of the
president. Meanwhile they will have control of the party
machinery.

The republican platform offers little but criticism. It
has borrowed largely from the New Deal and offers nebulous
generalities for its continuance in modified form. It is pro-

gressive to win the west, and conservative enough to hold
the east. It is designed, like all platforms to catch votes.

The greatest handicap Landon faces, is the fact that lie
was hand-picke- d by William Randolph Hearst for the job and
supported by Wall Street, its financiers, speculators and in-

dustrialists, though because of his liberal leanings, may
prove a disappoinment in office, though his record as gover-
nor does not indicate it. ,

The New GOP Boss
John Hamilton, who managed the Landon campaign and

made the nominating speech, has been properly rewarded for
his zeal in collecting delegates by election as chairman of the
republican national committee and as such will run the elec-

tion campaign.
Mr. Hamilton is far from being as liberal as his candi-

date, in fact he is a hard-boile- d conservative, a political pro-

tege of Dave Mullane, long the Kansas national committee-
man and a 'ten minute egg" stand-patte- r. Hamilton was long
fought by William Allen White as an opponent of progres-givis-

The fact that the European nations are agih'n defaulting
on their annual installments on war debts, caused the repub-
licans at their convention to jibe at the present administra-
tion for failing to collect them. However they poinled out no
way to collect them.

Default on the war debts started when Hoover declared
a moritorium on German reparation payments, which the
allies had depended upon to liquidate their debts. Nothing
was done by Mr. Hoover to collect them, for nothing could be
done unless an attempt was made to collect them by war.

The high tariff wall erected under the Smoot-Hawle- y

bill, effectually stopped the payment of these debts in the
only way they could be paid, by exports to the United States.
It was the way they were contracted, by imports from the
United States to Europe. No money was received by Europe,
only goods manufactured in the United States which the
loans liquidated. The money for payrolls and materials all
remained in this country.

When we demanded gold, instead of goods, vc made re-

payment impossible because the debtors did not have the
gold, most of it hud been siphoned into the United States by
previous payments. If some way can be found to compro-
mise the debts by scaling them down and accepting imports
in payments or. by international stabilization of currency, the
debts might be eventually paid, but the republicans suggest-
ed no such way..
