ALFALFA HAY

BAN STUDIED AT

STATE CAPITOL
Governor Martin, the atate

ot agriculture and a dele.
gallon from Baker county studied
the alfalfa weevil quarantine in east-
ern Oregon here today to seek' so-

lution of the surplus hay crops tied
up because of the ban on shipments.

Headed by Frank C. McColloch of
Baker, state utilities commissioner,
the delegation Including Flavlus
Perkins, William Buchanan, A. Per
kins and Cecil Sturgill, Baker coun-

ty hay growers, requested the gov
ernment to take steps to lift the
quarantine In Baker and Union
counties, contending much of the
hay grown was in weevil free areas.

Solon T. White, director, and
Frank McKcnnon, of the agriculture
department, declared the state of
Oregon did not place the quarantine,
but it was placed on entire counties
by other states based upon federal
reports that weevil existed in por-
tions of the counties. He stated rail
roads would not ship hay to a state
which has the quarantine on Oregon.

"The quarantine on Oregon hay is
Insane," White said, "but we are
powerless to do anything about it.
We can certify hay from weevil free
areas, but we must comply with fed-
eral findings on infested areas."

The delegation stated that most
of the crop was wild hay and free
from weevil, but that it could not be
shipped. They stated about $300,000
worth of hay was tied up without a
market because of the quarantine at
a time when it could be sold.

The governor urged further study
with a view ot educating states
which have quarantine against the
Oregon crops. It was pointed out that
the state of Oregon does not place
the quarantine and if certain coun-
ties were lifted against federal re-

ports the entire state would be- plac-
ed under quarantine.

GRAIN PRICES

HOLD STEADY
Chicago, Dec. 31 (U.R) Grain fu-

tures settled back into a dull
rut on the Chicago board of

trade today with prices holding
around the previous close. A

"squeeze" of shorts In December
corn around mid-da- y provided the
only color to the day's trading.

At the close wheat was to
cent lower, December new
corn was to "4 cent higher, De
cember tl.00, old corn was H to

cent higher. May 1.03H, and
oats were unchanged to H cent
higher, December 51 cents.

Wheat led the market downward
at the start under scattered liqui-
dation Induced by weakness In for
eign markets. Buying by eastern
houses uncovered on the dip caused
a rally and part of the losses were
erased.

The entire market was lifted
above previous closing levels, how-

ever, when shorts in December corn
scrambled to cover around mid-da- y.

All deliveries except July made new
highs for the season before new sell-

ing appeared to force a slight reac-
tion. The fact that open Interest In
December corn at the close Satur
day waa 6,985,000 bushels with only
six days left to close out these com-

mitments caused the rush of buying.
Selling of the nearby contract by

cash houses took some of the weight
from the fears of squeeze and prices
lost some of the early firmness.

WINTER WHEAT

ACREAGE TO BE

RECORD BREAKER

Washington, Dec.1 21 (IP) Indi-
cated production of winter wheat
in 1937 was placed by the depart-
ment of agriculture today at "slight-
ly over 600,000.000 bushels."

The department said acreage
sown this fall, estimated to be

acres, was "by far the larg-
est of record."

The previous mark was 51,391,000
acres sown in the fall of 1918.

Winter wheat sown this fall for
next year's harvest was reported to
aggregate 57,187,000 acres, compared
with 49,688,000 acres sown .a year
ago from which 519,013,000 bushels
were harvested this year. The 1928-3- 2

average production was 622,252,-00- 0

bushels.
Abandonment of 1935 seedlngs was

reported as 24.3 per cent of .the
acreage sown, compared with 29.0

per cent abandonment of. the 1934

seedlngs, and 12.6 per cent, the
average 1922-3- 1 abandonment.

The condition of the crop on De-

cember 1 was 75.8 per cent of nor-

mal, compared with 78.2 a year ago,
and 82.4 the December 1 average
for the ten years 1923-3-

Rye acreage was reported as
acres, compared with
a year ago; and the condi-

tion of the crop 71.0 per cent of a
normal, compared with 69.1 a year
ago, and 84 3, the ar average.
Last year's crop was 25,554.000 bu
shels and the 1928-3- 2 average 38,- -
212.000 bushels.
