Martin Johnson

1t is one of the ironies of fate that Martin Johnson, 54,
intrepid movie picture explorer and world adventurer, who
had followed savage jungle trails in darkest Afrvica and in
the wilds of the orient with impunity should meet death in
an aceident of civilization in the ¢rash of a transport plane
in Californin. But for that matter in this motorized age a
city strect or state highway is more menacing to human life
than the wildest regions of the globe. 2

Johneon and his courageous wife ponetrated the romot-
est wildernesses and with their photographs, lectures and
books familinrized millions with the jungle and its denizens,
with abarigines and wild beasts. They went around the world
ix times, spent a year in Australia, two years in , Borneo
five veurs in Africa, his wife sharing every expedition.
Twelve years of his life he devoted to the South Sea Islands.

Johnson's field broadened with the development of
transportation and cameras, and he was commissioned by the
Ameriean Museum of Natural History to record the vanish-
ing wild life of Africn. Johuson was the only member of
Jack London's "Snark’ voyage to complete the tvip. He
helped build the “Snark™ and was the last Lo leave her and
wrote a book on the voyage. Though he had many narrow
escapes, Johnson was loth Lo dwell upon them. In 1935 he
wrote:

Watch for the Raid

When the state racing bill was before the legislature it
found favor because the state and county fairs—sll badly in
need of funds—were to be the beneficiaries of the state's
share of the earnings. However, the Pacific International
Livestock Exposition of Portland—a private corporation op-
erating for n profit—cut in and carried off one of the major
slices of the ple. It is this private corporation that is draw-
ing down a large sum annually from the horse and dog rac-
Ing fund—ostensibly to pay premiums but, in faet, to pay
dividends 1o its stockholders,

Now for the next raid. Portland holds an annual Rose
Show—controlled by a private corporation with a self per-
petunting bourd of directors made up of greeters, <elf ad-
vertisers and social climbers. They propose to maintain a
permanent secretary. Bul, as this sceretary has nol the
energy to go out and colleet the mony to puy for his own
services, it is proposed to ask the legislature for an annual
cut of $5,000 from the horse and dog racing fund for the
purpose of paying his salary.

Now for another raid. The Portland police want & pon-
slon. They have tried in every way to bolster up their pen-
gion fund but have failed, and largely because that depart-
ment has lost the confidence of the peaple of the city of Port-
land and the state.

In Portland gambling is notoriously wide open. Hardly
a school boy but what can point out places by the dozen, but
the po[m* ean't find them. Why? But they must have a
pension, o they propose, it 18 reported, to move in on
3he legislature and ask for a cut from the horse and dog riic-
ing fund.
