men, proposes to determine:
1. If Governor Martin meant Just a

what he said in his biennial mes-

sage when he admonished the leg-

islators to impose no new tax bur
dens upon the people and to restrict
appropriations to available revenues.

2. what additional or decreased
tax levies the tax committees of the
house and senate contemplate, to
fix approximate total revenues.

3. What amount is necessary to
meet the fixed and unvarying ex
pense of the state.

Governor Martin answered the
first of these questions in no uncer
tain terms this morning when he
declared:

"1 mean absolutely what I said
in my message. I am not playing
horse and I do not propose to play
politics with the legislature.

"The budget as submitted provides
adequately for all of the necessary
expenses of government and leaves
the legislature a margin of nearly
$500,000, within the margin of pres-
ent revenues, to play with. It makes
adequate provision lor the restora
tlon of salaries and covers all of
the essentials the legislature will be
called upon to finance. The budget
is not mandatory upon the leglsla
ture but is simply submitted for
their guidance. It la their duty to
change or amend it In whatever
manner they find necessary--

Governor Martin pointed out that
the budget had been prematurely
and unjustly criticized without
full understanding of its provisions.

He pointed out that full provslon
had been made for the restoration
of salaries of the members of the
faculty of the university, college and
normal schools to the extent of
$650,000, but that the original
quest of the state board of higher
education for an additional $1,300- ,-

000 had not been approved.
A measure seeking to classify con

ditional sales contracts as chattel
mortgages, and as such subject to
foreclosure, was Introduced in the
brief morning session of the house
of representatives by Rep. Fred
Harrison, Linn county.

Affecting especially those parties
to small sales contracts, a similar
bill was defeated at the 1035 session
of the Oregon legislature. Represen
tative Harrison today indicated that
he anticipated considerable opposi
tion to the bill.

As a part of the proposed meas
ure, conditional sales contracts In
order to Insure validity of their
Hen, must be filed, and a chattel
Hen placed on the article.

The session also saw the In trod uc
tlon of two bills similar to ones In-

troduced earlier in the senate, and
a number of bills of sectional inter
est.

Representative Russell Hogan,
Multnomah county, dropped a bill
Into the hopper providing lor the
appointment of democratic

A similar
measure made Its appearance in the
senate Monday.
