A program of Immunization
against diphtheria and smallpox, a
Joint project of the Marlon county
health department, 40 ec 8 division
of the American Legion, the Parent
Teacher association and the com-

munity service committee of the
Legion auxiliary, got under way
late last week. By the time the pro-

gram Is brought to a conclusion early
In April, it is the hope of the back-

ers that every child in
the county will have been immun-
ized.

Increases in cases of diphtheria
and smallpox In the county in the
last few years are identical with in
crease in population, an analysis
of health statistics and population
figures reveals. In the five year per-
iods from 1920 to 1925, 1925-3- 0 and
1930-3- 5, the school census showed an
increase of 1000 children each, but
in the three years between 1935

and 1938 the Increase has been al
most 2000 school children. Much of
this incrase is due to new popula
tion, coming from states where
there has been less emphasis placed
on public health than has been evi
dent in Marlon county.

The health department, In mak
ing the present special effort to
further the work, of immunization
and vaccination through clinics, has
sent to parents of every birth re
gistered in the county in 1934, 35 and
36 a card telling about the clinics.
The special reminders number 2000.
