Governor Confers with
WPA Boss But Refuses
To be Lured Back in Fold

Governor Charles H. Martin
was back in “my tent,” from
which he has been silently ob-
serving the gyrations of Ore-
gon's political merry-go-round
since his defeat for renomina-
fion with the aid of the na-
tional administration’s influ-
ence four months ago, after an
hour's conference in Portland
vesterday with Harry Hop-
kins, federal works progress
administrator and vociferoys
champlon of the Roosevelt purge
movement.

The conference was held at the in-
vitatlon of Hopkins, who during his
week-end visit to the state spent
much of his time In consultation
with such democratic leaders as
Willls Mahoney, eandidate for United
States senator; Henry Hess, candl-
date for governor, and Elton Wat-
kins, disgruntied patronage aeeker
who repudiated Martin and sparked
and maneuvered Heas to his primary
vietory,

Nol a Candidate

If the chat, as rumored, had
anything to do with salving wounds
left in the ranks of Oregon de-
mocracy by the bitter gubernatorial
primary or the desirability of re-
establishing party harmony for the
fall ecampnlgn, Governor Martin
gave no hint of 1t except to remark:

“I am atlll the good democrat
that I have been all my life.”

Purther t on the
matter of his conversation with
Hopkina was limited by the governor
to the statement that "Hopkins ex-
pressed himself aa much pleased
with the cooporation 1 have given
the WPA In this state™

“1 did tell him In the course of
our visit that, while T have been
urgently requested by many of my
friends to become an Independent
eandidate, 1T have no Intention af
doing 50." the governor added as an
nside.

Not (o be Wedge

There is small eonsolation In such
a statement for the harmony seek-
ers—particularly those In the Hess
eamp—who have known for weeks
that the governor had no Intention
of permitting himself to be used as
n wedge to aplit the conservative
vote [n Navember,

Further indication of the fallure
of yesterday's conference fo lure
Governor Martin back Into the fold
of the hybrid party—Iif such waa ita
intent—Is contalned in the fact that
it waa a personal, man-to-man comn-
versation from which all others, in-
cluding party leaders, were excluded.

Thus was the govertnor's record
of having given no sign of recogni-
tion or conclliation toward Hess
and the forces conniving and con-
spiring to defeat him ' last spring
kept inviolate,

Thus, toa, was a third conspicious
attempt of the natlonal administra-
tion, which permitted itself to be
used in the attack upon him last
spring, to pacily and soothe the
outraged feellngs and lovalty of the
fighting governor frustrated,

Remnins Holed-In

Politlcal observers and anxious
party leaders have not forgotten that
Governor Martin was “too busy”
with the afinirs of his office to ac-
cept a thrice-extanded invitation to
meet Prezident Rocsevelt on the
ncension of the chief executive's
mid-suimmer visit to California, and
that he even declined—for obvious
political reasons—to call on Posts
master James Farley when he re-
cently visited Portland or grace with
his presence the love feast there at
which the faithful and devout new
dealers pald homage to “Big Jim."”

The political fixers, It would seem,
ahould be getting the idea that the
uncompromising old warrlor has
holed-in In “my tent" for the dura-
tion of the war and that the tent Is
not Iarge enotgh to supply shelter
for Hess and his partisans,

Churchill

“Acceptance of Herr Hitler's terms
involves & prostration of Burope
before the nazi power of which the
fullest advantage certainly will be
tnken,

“The idea that anfety can be pur-
chased by throwlng a small state
to the wolvea Is & fatal delusion.

“Parilament should be ecalled
without further delay'

Sudefens Stage
Border Attack

Wels, Czechoslovakia (at the Cer-
man Frontier), Sept. 21 (AM—A night
1alding force of the Sudeten Ger-
man “free corps” early today at-
tacked the Cezechoslovak oustoms
house st Wels, three miles from
Eger, seriously wounding one Crech-
oslovak soldler,

AL least one of the ralders was
belleved wounded. At daylight
Czechoslovaks found one Cerman
rifle and some clvillan hats ai the
scene of the reld. They anid at
Ieast 38 of the “free eorpe” took
part in the attack, In whkich some
15 shots were exchanged,

A detachment of 40 OCuschoslo-
vak sokdlers armed with hand gre-
nades arrived here two hours after
the clash,

A “Iree corpa”
located
Weis.

The altackers apparently Intend-
ed to storm the customs house from
two sides but were surprised by a
Coechoslovak border patrol. The
Sudelens scattered after firing Into
the front door of the building and
into bedrooms of customs officials,

It was the second day of “free
corpa” ralds along the German-
Czechoslovak border. Three attacks
on customs houses by parties from
German territory were reported by
the Prague government yesterday.

Powers Ignored
Russia’s Offer
For Czech Aid

Litvinoff Assails British
And French Attitude

Toward Czechoslovakia

Geneva, Sept. 21 (#)—Max-
im Litvinoff, Soviet Russia's
foreign commissar, today ac-
cused France and Great Brit-
ain of capitulating to Adolf
Hitler's demands and dis-
closed they had ignored Rus-
sin's offer of military help to
protect Czechoslovakis,

The foreign commissar, in
a scathing denunciation of
League of Nations powers,
said Russia stood ready to
back up any collective actlon In
defense of Caochdslovakia with arms
and men,

In what he left unsaid, how-
ever, nssembly delegates saw a state-
ment unless France fighta for
Crechoslovakin under the terma of
the French-Czechoslovak agree-
ment, Boviet Russla would do noth-
ing to help Prague.

He accused Britain and France
of avolding a "problematical war
today In return for a eertain and
large-scale war tomorrow.”
Aiding Aggressors

Russla's spokesman told the lea-
gue of nations mssembly the price
Hritaln and France were consider-
Ing paying to prevent Wwar over
Czechonlovakin was “satlsfying the
appetites of Inmatinble aggressors
by the destruction and mulilation
of soverelgn atates.”

He contended the “league of na-
tons is strong enough to stop ng-
gression by collective action” de-
claring “aggressor
weaker than & possible block of
penceful states,

“The policy of non-resistance to
evil and of humoring the aggres-
sor which we are being recoms-
mended to adopt by opponents of
league sanctions,” he warned, “will
have no other end but that of
strengthening the forces of aggres-
slon,

Russia Ready

“Then the momenit may really
nrrive mt which ngeressors have
grown wo strong the League of Na-
tlons, or what remains of I, will
be unable to deal with them even
should 1t desire to do a0

Litvinof! declared flatly:

“Our war department I ready Im-
mediately to participate In confer-
ence with representatives of the
Prench and Crechoslovak war de-
partments In order to discuss mea-
sures appropriate to the moment”

O'Connor lost the democratic
nomination for the seat he has heid
sinoe 1823 to James H. Fay, new
dealer who narrowly missed defeat-
Ing him four years ago, The com-
plete vote gave Pay 8332 and O'Con-
nor 7,799,

Q'Connor, chairman of the pow-
erful house rules commitise, attri-
buted his defealt to election “dis-
honesty” and hinted he would seek
A recount.

Many Regions

Along Seaboard

New England and At-
lantic States Lashed by
Week of Drenching Rain

Ruin spread through rich
industrial and farming sec-
tions of Massachusetts and
Connecticut today as drench-
ing rains which have fallen
for a week along the Atlantic
seaboard concentrated in
force on the New England
states, causing hundreds of
thousands of dollars damage.

Eleven lives had been lost
in the flood waters of rivers
and streams which have burst
dama, washed out sectlona of high-
ways and rallronds, undermined
houses and farm bulldings and
reached levels in places above the
stages of the devastating 1936 floods.

Massachusetta Stale zollege at
Amherst reported an all-time rep-
ord ralnfall of 12.480 inches for Bep-
tember. The ald record was 1234
inches in 1033. A total of ten inches
fell since Saturday,

Dam Endangered

Al East Hampton, Conn, work-
men labored desperately to save
50-foot dam holding back the wa-
ters of a pond, If the dam went,
town officlals snld, the eenter of
the towh would be swept away.

Bevern] famillen in North Haven
were evacunted from thelr homes by
resciue workers,

In Petersboro, N. H., 50 families
were evacunted from second floor
nis as the Cont antd
Nukanurll rivers raced through the
town, Farm bulldings were pilched
inte both streams, business estab-
lishments in the main street were
flooded, and two bridges destroyed.

Massachusetts rivers neared 1938
flood levels. Half & dozen bridges
had been carried away and indus-
trial plants in Gardner, Athol and
Southbridge, flooded by rising wa-
ters, were shut down,

A nurse, Mrs, Linda Woodls, 41, of
North Brookfleld, was the eleventh
victim of the New Engiand floods,
Bhe waa drowned when a dam burst
at Doane’s pond, Brookfleld, Mass,,
burylng an automoblle under an
avalanche of wiater. Her eompanion,
Dr. Thomas J, O'Boyle, wna rescued.
Dams Washed Out

A dam and two bridges at Bald-
winsville, near Gardner, which had
withstood the 1938 flond, were car-

ried away, and the Boston and
Maine rallroad reported five wash-
outs, the worsit at Winchendon,

Mass,, where an engine and two cars
were deralled,

Many bridges, dama and state
highways were washed out in Con-
necticut where rainfall wince Satur-
day was more than twice the nor-
mal precipitation for the entire
month. The Connecticut river at
Hartford wias more than two feet
above the flood stage of sixteen
and a halfl feet.
