In his testimony before the senate Judi’clm committee,
Felix Frankfurter showed himself & liberal in the best sense
of the mueh abused word. He revealed his loyalty to the con-
stitution, especially to the bill of rights for which he hl}a been
& crusader, not in behalf of unpopular causes, but in the'rights

ir advocates to voice them.
a th&rl;a devotion to the constitution, he replied to Senator
McCarran:

*I do not belleve that you have ever taken the osth to support the
eonstitution of the United Slates with less reservation than I have or
would now, nor do 1 belleve you are more attached to the theorles and
practices of Americaniam than I am™

Asked by Senator Borah if he meant to include the pﬂin-
ciples of Americanism too, Mr. Frankfurter replied: “Of
course, I mean the principles—the whole body of doctrines
that led to the formation of the union.” Asked by Senator
Neely if he was or had ever been enrolled in the communist
party, he said: “I have not, nor have I been eligible because
communism does not represent my view of life or gov-
ernment.’”

As to his nctivities in the Ameriean Civil Liberties
league, of which he has been a member of the national com-
mittee of 100, though he had never attended a meeting,
he =aid:

1t doesnt matier whether the constitution b Invoked for ends I like
or ends I don't like, so long as those who nvoke it keep within the frame-
waork of the constitution, There must be freedom of speech, freedom of

those we do like, anyons whose rights, under the bill of rights, Is jro-
pardised.

This is the true intent of the constitution, to uphold the
rights of citizens and maintain freedom of speech, of press
and-of assemblage. At the same time these rights are not a
license for submersive sctivities for the overthrow of the con-
stitution and of government by violence.

The sub-committee unanimously recommended the nom-
fnation of Mr. Frankfurter for the supreme court, and the
full committee will doubtless do the same. The quiz is to be
commended for enabling the nominee to remove false impres-
sions, It is too bad that Justice Black was not given a sim-
flar hearing.

Bureaucratic Presumption

The federal social security board continues to play poli-
tics with ita labor allies who seek to force amendment or re-
g:l of the Oregon anti-picketing law. Although there has

n no evidence presented to support labor's contention that
the state law's definition of a Inbor dispute conflicts with any
federal definition, representatives of the federal board have
been insistent that the picket control act be amended to in-
sure strikers who have no legal grievance of their compensa-
tion benefits.

Only yesterday over long distance telephone from Wash-
ington & representative of the board urged the chairman of
the Oregon compensation commission to secure legislative
amendment of, the picketing law to Insure this state's cer-
tification for federal unemployment assistance.

. What restraints the people of Oregon may see fit to put
upon organized Iabor and its strike tactics Is no busness of
the socinl security board. so long as those restraints are not
in conflict with regulations under which the state partici-
pates in federal benefits, The proposal to amend the state
compensation law to make its qualifications for eligibility for
unemployment benefits conform squarely with federal re-
quirements ahould be sufficient to inaure Oregon of its fair
share of the millions of dollars its employers pungle up far
unemployment insurance,

If Oregon finds it necessary to provide special exercise
of Its police powers to preserve law and order and curb the
racketeering of unscrupulous labor lenders, that is no proper
concern of the federal government., The security hoard may
be within its province in insisting that Oregon must conform
to standards prescribed by congress. Bul it is presumptuous,

1o say the lenst, when it attempis to dictate how such eon-|®d

formity shall be accomplished,

Waiting for the Government

Hundreds of share-croppers, mostly negroes, accompan-
fed by children, and in some cases a scrawny mule, are camp-
ing in the open along highways in Missouri in the rich Mis-
sissippl bottom area. They contend they have been evicted
from land which they hitd been farming on shares by plant-
ers who wanted {o take all the crop reduction payments of the
AAA and reduce them from tenant farmers to day laborers.

Planters contend the eamping is a “demonstration”
staged by the CIO unjon, the Southern Tenant Farmers'
union. Union organizers are busy among them as are negro
evangelists who led the exodus. The organizers elaim the
evictiona were the result of joining the union. The men say
they were waiting for “the government to tell us what to do.”

This attitude of waiting for the “governmeni” to solve
their problems, instead of depending upon their own initiative
and resource, {8 becoming nation-wide and a result of New
Deal .palornnliam. In this case porhaps, the federal govern-
ment's farm relief program of curtailing acreage and provid-
ing bonuses for idle land, provides a valid excuse for looking
to the government to remedy conditions it caused.
" The president has repeatedly stated that the south was

the nation's economic problem No. 1, But efforts to ameli-

orate it, have worked, like many New Deal measures, in re-
varse. Most of the share-croppers of both races are unintelli-
gent, shiftless and spiritless, a class created by the abolition
of alavery and Its depressive influence on the whites in com-
petition. Having promised to do something for them, it is
natural the share-croppers look to the president.
