Aerial Battle

Over Lanchow
Shanghai, Feb. 31 Wy-Bo- th Chi-

nese and Japanese reported victory
today In a great aerial battle over
Lanchow, Important Chinese mili
tary base In northwest China.

A Japanese navy communique
said 36 Chinese planes, all made in
Russia and piloted by Russian fil-

ers, were shot down In the engage-
ment which took place yesterday
afternoon.

The communique said the Japan
ese planes, numbering scores, also
destroyed the Chinese airdrome at
lanchow and wrecked military
buildings.

Reports from Chungking, how-

ever, said the Chinese had brought
down eight enemy planes and only
three Chinese pilots were injured
These reports did not mention any
Chinese planes being destroyed, but
did say several public buildings were
wrecked and about 20 civilians kill
ed.

The battle lasted about 30 min-

utes, the Japanese communique said,
with between 40 and 50 Chinese
planes engaging the attacking
squadron in a dramatic series of
dog fights.

One disabled Japanese bomber.
according to the communique, de
llberately dived into a munitions
dump, blowing It up.

Chinese reports said nine Japan-s-

planes were shot down last Wed-

nesday over Changsha, Hunan pro
vince capital, and yesterdays bat
tles at Lanchow were regarded as
Indications the long Idle Soviet air-

men were resuming activity.

ChllUeothe. Mo., Feb. 31 Wi Sher

iff W. A Uhrmacher received word of
the arrest last night at Junction

City. Ore., of Irvln Burgard. lt.
sought In connection with the slay
ing of his mother, Mrs. Mabel Bur-

gard. 80, a widow, at her farm home
13 miles south of here last July 31.

Sheriff Uhrmacher said the youth
would be returned here to answer a
murder charge filed by Prosecutor
Charles S. Greenwood.

Sheriff C. A. Swarts at Eugene.
Ore., quoted Burgard as saying he
killed his mother accidentally while
cleaning a .33 calibre rifle, became
panicky and fled.

The body of Mrs. Burgard was
found In a rocking chair the day
after the shooting. Irvln and the
family automobile had disappear-
ed. Three days later the car was
found In a dense thicket three miles
from the Burgard home.

No trace was found of the youth
until two days ago when he was
located through a letter.

Eugene. Feb. 21 (T) Sheriff C. A

Swart, acting on the request of Mis
souri authorities, arrested Irvln
Burgard, 18, last night in connec
tion with a charge of murdering
his mother at Chllllcothe, Mo.

Swarts said the youth admitted
shooting his mother, Mrs. Mabel
Burgard, a widow, last July 31, but
asserted it was an accident. He
said a rifle he was cleaning acci
dentally discharged. He fled In
panic when he realized his mother
was dead, the boy stated.

Bill Extends

Lending by RFC
Washington, Feb. Si. W) The

house passed legislation Monday
extending lending powers of the
Reconstruction Finance corporation
and life of the Electric Home and
Farm authority until June 30, 1941

The measure goes to the senate
which has approved similar legis
latlon.

The house approved the bill on a
voice vote after republicans were
defeated In an attempt to abolish
the Electric Home and Farm auth-
ority. Rep. Luce offered
the amendment, asserting he want
ed to obtain a test of congressional
sentiment for halting some of the
federal government's activities.

The bill originally called for ex
tension of RFC powers to Jan. 15,
1941, but an amendment advancing
the date to June 30 was adopted
without opposition.

The house turned down, by

standing vote of 110 to 89, an
amendment by Rep. Wolcott

to take from the president
the right to stop or suspend RFC
loans, regardless of the views of the
RFC directors.

It would have allowed the presl
dent to halt RFC lending only upon
tne advice of the RFC board.
