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I sketch your world exactly as it goes.

Those Emergency Powers

Senator Glass of Virginia, founder of the federal reserve
system, is leading the attack on proposals to extend the pres-
{dent's emergency powers to devalue the dollar for another
two years, which is sought by the administration, Waving a
bunch of German marks, now utterly worthless, he declared
#I am unalterably opposed to giving anyone the r]sht"ta take
us on this course by devaluing our eurrency further.” Yot if
the reckless borrowing and spending policy continues, infla-
tion that will make the dollar worthless is certain to follow.

The emergency that existed six years ago that was re-
pponsible for granting extraordinary powers to the president,
no longer exists and to center sueh great power in the execu-
tive in peace time is contrary to the spirit of the constitution
and is not democracy. Tt is high time congress took back the
powers delegated to it.
The p:f:l:lent in the seventh year of his administration
atill insists on extending thege powers, which expire June 30,
but a few have already been extended, They enable the execu-
tive to impose a managed economy, with almost as great pow-
ers as any European dictator,

This list of extraordinary powers for which extension i
wpought includes:

The power to revalue the gold dollar,
Control of the forelgn exchange stabillzation fund—a matter of §3.-

000,000,000 whose operations are secrel,

The power to Lsne £3,000,000000 worth of paper money.

The power to put the currency on a bl-metallic standard by ordering
the free and unlimited cofnags of sliver.

The power to apportlon rellel appropriations,

Caontrol over I'HA home modernization loans,

Control over the mies under which gold may be Imported, exported,
bought, sold, or stotod,

Control over the use of government bonds seeured by Pederal Reserve

notea.
The power to mlse or lower any tariff duty by 50 per cent.
Extensions have already been granted for powers over
«hhe Import-Export bank, the Electric Farm and Home author-
ity, the Commodity Credit corporation, the RFC mortgage
corporation and the lending powers of the RFC,

Economy in Reverse

While the ways and means committee struggles with the
problem of keeping state expenditures at & minimum and the
tax committees strive diligently to raise the money to finance
necessary state aclivitios without adding to the tax burden,
the legislature as & whole goes merrily on its way in propos-
ing new and enlarged expenditures,

The inconsistency is perhaps most sharply illustrated
in the several proposals to incrense salaries, principally those
of officials whose compensation is already adequate to insure
them against want. Nol that any of them are being over-paid
for the responsibilitics imposed upon them, or for the services
they are supposed (o render, But the inequalities and need
for adjustments ure far move glaring among employes in the
lower salaried brackets, some of whom receive an little as $75
a month ; some even leas. -

Salary inereases have been propoged, and some of them
approved, in amounts varying from $600 to $1200 a year for
1o less than hall a dozen officials alrendy drawing $300 a
month or more,

Not a single bill has been introduced spocifically provid-
ing more money for employes now receiving £100 a month or

Undoubtedly there are many state employes in high or
low jobs who are earning and entitled to more pay, and the
aggregate cost of adequately compensating them would only
be & drop in the bucket of state expenses, But fo pick out this
one or that one of political prominence and influence for pre-
ferment fs the wrong wav to go about it,

Justice can only bo done by a thorough, scientific process
of standardizuation applying to all offices, boards, commis-
sions, institutions and dopartmoenta,
