Montreal, June 21 (UR—Dr, Clara M, Davis, of Winnet-
ka, Ill., told the Canadian medical association today that
young children are perfectly capah]e of choosing their own

diets and thriving on them Her®
paper on the “Results of the 8!1'-
selection of Dieta by Infants*
based on & aix year study of :s
children, starting with the age of
weaning, who were allowed to
choose their own diets,

“All the children proved able to
mansge thelr own menus; all had
hearly appetities, and all throve”
Dr. Davis sald. “Conatipation wasz

tves never were needed. During
the six years no serious iliness oc-
curred among the children.”

For the experiments, large trays
of foods wers placed before the
ehildren and they were permitted
to eat what they liked.

Dr. Davis sald the chlidren chose
their food at random, and there was
not the alightest evidence of choice
directed by “instinet.” They tried
nearly all artlcles on the llat, and
within & few days they began de-
veloping definite tastes and reach-
ed eagerly for some foods and neg- |
