Range Conditions

Reported Not Good
Seattle. Oct, 21 (VP) Range condi

tions for livestock in the Pacific
northwest continue bad, due to
drought, the U. S. division of agri
cultural statistics reported today.

The conditions, as of October 1.

throughout the 1 1 western range
states, was among the four lowest
on record. The conditions in Wash-

ington state were but 66 percent of
normal, lowest reported since 1917,
with the exception of 1924 when they
reached the same general level.

In Oregon, ranges continued to
decline last month; rainfall was far
below normal; most livestock has
been removed from high ranges and
cattle and sheep shipments have
been heavy due to good market de-
mand.

Idaho range conditions Improved
In the southwest and northeast, and
demand also was reported good.

In Washington, after an unseas-
onably hot, dry September, livestock
men reported ample feed supplies
for a normal winter except in the
northeastern section. Yakima valley
was receiving heavy shipments of
feeders, and there was a brisk de
mand for stockers and feeders in
areas with ample feed.

Nationally, the agriculture depart
ment indicated, most of the increase
In cattle feeding this winter will
be in states east of the Missouri,
with the numbers fed in western
states much below last year. Statis-
ticians

ed

reported the number of Iambs
fed this winter will be greater than
last season, particularly in the corn
belt, though it may be offset by de-

creases in the west.

obtain trees that are ail alike. A
tree with medium-size- d deep green
leaves and medium berry formations
is ideal and when such a combina
tion is found, grab it up, said Mr
Benson.

Benson has been interested in hol
ly culture for a great many years
and the difficulties mentioned are
the only reasons he has not plant-
ed Kooner. A couple of years ago
he discovered a small nursery ex-

perimenting with Bisex holly. This
Is a variety with a
purplish-blu- e stem. The plant has
every qualification desired for the
best commercial planting for each
and every tree Js exactly like all
others of the same variety.

Producing holly trees for com-
mercial orchards is a slow and ex-

acting process. The slips are taken
at the proper time and placed in
an elect rically heated hot bed. Exact
temperature and moisture is main-
tained about ten months at which
time about 30 per cent of the slips
have rooted and are then moved
into a hothouse where they are
kept for several months prior to set-

ting outside in nursery beds. Trees
baled and ready for planting have
been transplanted many times a
factor which creates splendid root
systems.

The Bisex holly tree is a cross be-

tween the French and English
varieties. The parent tree was
brought over from France in the
late 70's and is growing in the Se-

attle district.
While there Is a widespread In-

terest in holly culture one should
remember that It is not

enterprise, for it takes several
years before the trees enter com-

mercial production. Also growers
should investigate before planting,
since very few varieties offered are
suited for clipping.
