Independence is

Gandhi's Price

For War Support
Bombay, Nov. 21 (P) Mohandas

K. Gandhi, demanding a pledge of
India's independence as the price of
cooperation In the European war.
declared today, "The issue Is purely
moral, for owing to her material
and military control, Britain Is able
to regulate garrisons and drain In
dia's wealth at will."

The wispy, Indian na
tionallst leader, refreshed by his
Invariable Monday period of sil
ence, met at Allahabad with a com-
mlttee of the congress party (na
tionalists) seeking to influence the
country's attitude toward war.

Complicating the situation is the
nt strife between Hindus

and Moslems, which resulted In 12
dentils yesterday In rioting at Suk-kur-

in the province of Slnd, north.
western India.

Eleven persons were killed there
Sunday In the disturbances origin
ating from the arrest of Moslems
accused of setting Hindu shops afire

The Moslem league, second larg-
est political party in India, has en
dorsed the British white paper of
October 17, deferring discussion of
India's status until after the war.
The league asked for clarification
of some points, however.

Gandhi, revered by millions of
Indians, found the British state-
ment unacceptable and demanded
"a declaration to free India from
bondage."

Of the 11 provincial governments,
the eight dominated by his congress
party have resigned in protest
against the British refusal. Only In
Assam province has the opposition
formed a new cabinet. The other
seven are being ruled by British
provincial governors under emer-
gency powers.

India was committed officially In
to fight on Britain's

side against Germany, and Gandhi
and his associates have criticized the
nazls. Gandhi asserts, however,
"eight provinces out of 11 have said
In emphatic language that they
cannot participate in the war If It
does not mean, among other things,
India's complete freedom."

On the Athenia

Personal experiences In connec
tion with the sinking of the Athe-
nia, of which he was a survivor, and
of his appearance before govern
mental bodies and congressional com
mittees were related by Gus Anderr
son, a member of the post, at the
regular meeting of Capital Post No.
9, American Legion, last night. The
speaker said that he had given
only a part of his story and expect-
ed to be recalled when he "would
tell all." Many of his remarks were
"off the record."

Germany, France and England do
not want war, Anderson said, and
several years spent In various Eur
opean countries have convinced
him that the "real red menace Is
greater than that presented by Hit-
ler." Anderson, a professional lec-

turer, said he knew at the time that
his statements would be misunder-
stood and distorted and that sines
then he has been under pressure
and his record investigated by for-

eign agents. He painted a graphto
word picture of the blast which
wrecked the Athenia, the rescue of
most Its passengers and crew. The
vessel, he said, floated for 17
hours before being sunk by shells
from a British ship as the vessel
was a menace to navigation and
could not be salvaged,
