While bulb

raising on a small scale has been
carried on here for sometime by
Walt Welnert, with sale of buds a

sideline, the Pearsalls are rapidly
Increasing the sales In both lines.
For the past four years they have
been shipping thousands of buds,
last year's total of 50,000 being
topped this season by 20,000 or
more.

During the rush season of
a crew of three or four Is

employed. The buds are picked
while still green and immersed in
water for three hours. After re-

moval from the water, they are

placed under a drying machine, to

dry the stems and avoid possible
mold loss while en route. They
are then packed In bunches of
thirteen and placed In large paste-
board containers.

Room Is left on
either end for the buds to expand
as they bloom out In 72 hours, the
time it takes them to reach their
destination, Chicago, via San Fran-
cisco. All the buds are shipped to

San Francisco with about half of
the total relayed on to Chicago.

While the Pearsalls raise a varie-

ty of bulbs, three of the four acres
are one variety, the King Alfred,
which Is the only variety used for
bud sales. They are used exclusive-
ly because they stand well under
the shipment and arrive in perfect
condition. The sale total mention-
ed does not Include the thousands
of blooms sold in Salem and else-

where, when the buds advance too

rapidly to be shipped.
All this sounds like easy money

for the growers, and there Is also the
sale of ripened bulbs to local deal-

ers and private parties. However,
bulbs cannot be grown successful-

ly for more than two years on the
same ground. Constant rotation
must be observed and every three
years the bulbs must be treated to
a boiling bath In formaldehyde
for three hours In order to keep
them free from disease. The
ground must be kept In excellent
condition by cultivation and other
methods.

The Pearsalls raise a variety of
small fruits, gooseberries, currants,
etc., and have an acreage of fil-

berts, walnuts, prunes, pears and
other fruits.
