Through this there will be contin-
uous supervision of the ' sanitary
conditians so that the safety and
wholesomeness of the foods and
drinks can be gunranteed. Every
person who handies food must have
a monthly examination by a physi-
clan to make sure that he has not
contracted & disense which could be
communicated to othera. Special
methods must be used for washing
utensils and dishes, Visitors will be
protected as far sa possible while
they are there.

No one but themselves, however,
ean protect visitors from fatigue
and the digestive disturbances
caussd by lrregular eating and un-
wise cholea of foods, It Is well
known that the stomach will often
rebel even when the food schedule
is good if too many demands are
made upon the body, Thers will be
=0 much to see In a short time that
many persons will be tempted to
overdo physieally and to forget
shout the Importance of regular
meals, Even those parsons who live
in New York and who tan see the
falr by Installments will be tempt-
ed to work too hard at sightseeing.
