Willkie No Appeaser

Wendell Willkie has again placed his patriotism above
partisanship, as he did after the republican convention which
nominaled him against the will of the party leaders, by an-
nowneing that he favors the passage, with modifications, of
President Rogsevelt's nid-to-Britain bill. Last night he ap-
proved the “lend-lense” measure, asserting the nation faces
an emergency under which “extraordinary powera must be
granted the elected executive,” but declared the powers
should be “for & fixed term, not too far in the future”’ And
M. Willkie plans a trip abroad to seek personal contact with
the situation.

All of which iz caleulated to enrage the stand-pat repub-
licans who are stviving to create an issue for the party. Al-
ready AIf M. Landon says that “If Mr, Willkie had revealed
this to be his position hefore the republican national convens
tion, he would not have been nominated.”” But the appeasers
also state that if Mr. Roosevelt had revealed his position be-
fora eloction, he would not have been elected, Bul both
candidates pledged all aid to Britain short of actual wir, o
they are not inconsistent in meoting the new energency.

Renctionary republican leaders should realize that in the
grave cridis existing, which threatens the future of America
a5 well ns the rest of the world, the people will not tolerate
discord.
