bulk of the spinach is sold directly
to canners.

rompany, Walla Walla Gardeners'
assoclation, Mojonnler & Sons,
Inc, Walla Walls Prodiice com-
puny and Ewing M. Stephens and
Eugens Tauslg, trading as Valley
Frult company, all Walla Walla
shippers; C. H. Roblnzon company,
Minneapolls, Minn., broker, and
Robert M. Stelnberg, manager of ita
Chicago branch, and four Chicago
Jobbera,
The complaint charged that tha
Jobbers In nooordance with an
“agreement, understanding, combl-
nation and consplracy” of all the
respondents. fixed resale prices for
the produce purchased by them
from the shippers through ©. H,
Robertson, the brokerage firm.

Bulgars Invading

Mennwhile, s Havas (French
news agency)’ dispatch from Sofla
zald the Bulgarlan army started
thia morning to occupy sections of
norihern Greece and fallen Yugo-
siavin,

Gireece's King George IT ealled
on his troops to fight "to the very
end” amld allled reverses which
saw the Germans break through
northern mountain defensées on the
Mt, Olympus-Toannlan front, Re-
portedly capture Larissa and Trik-
kala, and storm down the flat plain
of Thessaly townrd historle Ther-
mopylae,

Hitler Directing

With Hitler himself directing the
blitz from a rallway car somewhers
in the Balkans the German high
command asserted that nazl me-
chanlzad forces were driving south
“far beyond Larissa” in pursult &f
retreating Brilish and Creek
troops.

A Greek communique, however,
declared that the new allled line
was holding doggedly under violent
assault, and that nowhere had the
Cermang knifed through,

YOther German forces advancing
ncross the Pindus mountains to the
west took a mile-high pess near
Metsovon, 40 miles northwest of
! the nazi high command

sald.

“In Albania, Itallan troops in a
further advence reached the Greek
border nt many polnts”

Italian Claims

Itallan press dispatches sald "a
blg battle to wipe out the Greek
army” was raging at Peratl bridge,
which spans the Viosa river st the
Greek-Albanian frontler,

Itallan dive-bombers wera sald
to have destroyed the bridge, trap-
plng ihe Greeks on the Albanian
side; but the Greeks declared that
they had stemmed fnsolst sttacks in
the weat,

The Germans asserled that Brit-
ish troops were rebreating towsrd
harbors In southern Greece, and
naz! dispatches from the front
agaln spoke of “a second Dun-
kerque"—a reference to the Brit-
ish-French withdrawal from the
Battle of Flanders Inst sumimer.

Stefani, the official Itallan news
agency, declared jubllantly that
the Greek army was losing "four-
{ifths of Ils permanent forces and
all the war matecial supplied by
Britain'*

The news agency sald that the
Greek routs of retreat, on the road
from Ioannina to Arta, 35 miles
south, was littered with the wreck-
age of hundreds of motor vehicles,
and that the “entire encampments
have been thrown into confusiom,
masses of ftroops scattersd, and
supply services destroyed."”
