Tardy Berries fo
Keep Canneries
For Next Month

Latness of the season caused hy
unusunl  weather, especially for
some types of berrles, s apt to push
the first half of the commaorelal
canning year here well toward the
end of July and with blackberries
coming along in Augtst followed by
pears nnd prunes thers will not be
the usunl considerable space of time
between the two portions of the
canning season thls year, ssy can-
ners,

The loganherries which started a
week ago of so are still coming In
very slowly with  small  dellverfes
only reported due to slow ripening
and this erop may extend on into
the middle of July.

Boysenberries, one of ihe few
{tems nob yeb started, will probably
not get to golng until the Iatter
part of next week and canners say
they may strefeh Lhrough most of
July, Youngberries have been go-
ing for some days but will probably
last for three weeks yet.

Raspberries will extend through
most of July. While loeal red rosp-
berries have been rolling in  for
some time Reld, Murdoch company
expect by next week the reds will
be coming rapidly from the Leba-
non section whers there are some
large plantings, Ther red raspber-
ries lobk very fine so far. Blackeap
raspberries also have been coming
along but are not expected to last
8s 'long as the red raspberries,

Marshall strawberrles will prob-
ably extend along to July 1 and
possibly past July 4 in the Silver-
ton hills where there are large
quantities of Iine berrles yet to be
plcked. The Red Heart strawber-
ries are still coming in but they are
expected to be pretty nearly over
this week,

A lob of local cherries are not yat
picked and these will probably run
over inte July although the cher-
rles from Hood River and The
Dulles are expected to be wound up
by the end of next weak.

These guesses by cannerymen are
all dependent on weather conditions
but good weather la apparently In
the offing,

Lindy Urges
Negofiations
To End War

Hollywood, Junas 21 (& — Col
Charles A, Lindbergh, urging that
the Uniied States stay out ol war,
says “the only way Buropean civ-
llzatlon can be saved Is by ending
the war quickly through a nego-
tlated peace.”

“The alternative to a negobinted
peace,” he told an overflow erowd
In 20,000 seat Hollywood Bowl last
night, "ls elther a Hitler victory or
& prostrate BEurope; and possibly &
prostrate Amerier as well. T tell
you that the only way our Amerls
can life and ldeals can be preserved
is by staying out of thls war.

“We are still unprepared for war,
and it would take us yeara to pre-
pare adequataly for the type of war
we now consider entering'" * * ¢

The erowd stood and gave Lind-
bergh a shouted, hat throwing, flag
waving ovation as he began his
speech, his first in the far west,

There were & few scattered hisses
and boos, uttered so low they were
heard only & few seats away,

A front page editorfal In the
Times yesterday momilng had sald:

fixing, says the statement, was
done by the government and asus-

The statement polnts oul the
league has cooperated whole heart-
edly with the national defense
councll and office of production
management, and through recent
months has cooperated In an ef-
fort to pack and supply canned
foods for Britain. 1t poinis out the
canners are working In full co-
operation with three branches of
government while a fourth, Indicts
them for suppoeed violations of Lhe
antl-trust laws,

Through cooperation eanners
have improved and standardized
the quality of their pack, continues
the statement, at the close of each
arop year have worked n coopera-
ton with the growers and have se-
oured and complled historical In-
formation and studieg as to trends
of production, consumption u.nd.‘
price and have met cooperatively
with growers and universlty econ-
omists and discussed data which s
publie property.

The leagtie also, the statement
says, conducts s traffic department
which reprezents the Industry at
conferences for rate making pur-
poses and for more than 20 years|
has printed and kept up to date|
standard contract buying forms
which have nothing whotever to
do with price,

In conjunction with Chambers
of Commerce the league has been
active in seeing that production-
for-use canneries. confined thelr
activitles to the purpose for which
they were Intended, ald for needy
femilies, says the statement, It is
pointed out that during the entire
period covered by the Indlctments
the eanning business In Callfornia
has been unprofitable and that
this is known by every banker and
the reconstruction finance corpor-
atlon,

The statement points out that
the department of justice officlals
have publicly stated the prime pur-
pose of these blanket Indlctments
being brought all over the country
and covering sll types of business
operations is to prevent price spirals
in war tmle,

“We submit,” concludes the atata-
ment, “that the indictment of great
numbers of business men in antlel-
pation of what they might do is nat
the falr American way."
