Hop Market
Along Coast
Remains Firm

The hop market situstlon on the
west const remained firm durlng the
week ending February 18, the de-
pariment of agricullure reporis
While trading in spol hops was re-
stricted by the very smnll supplics
remaining in growers hands, prices
were holding firm around the sea-
sonal high points;, Demand was
cansidered ns fairly active from do-
mestic dealers and industries and
lght offerings were belng readlly
tnken nt flrm prices: As in other
regent. weeks, principal Interest in
the market was for 1942 crops sup-
plics, with blds to growers ranging
from firm to higher,

Oregan muorkets were somewhat
firmer compared with the previous
week, There wers no sales of 1041
erop hops reported made by Oregon
growers this week, but trade re-
ports indleated that a sale of 1041
crops hops was made by o Jocal
denler at 40c per pound net, for
regular geeded quallty. Seedless
qualities from the 1941 crop were
nominal since practicaily none of
this type remalned In Oregon
growers hands. Continued good In-
terest was reported fn the contract-
ing of 1042 crop hops in this stata,
Several denls were reported com-
pleted during the perlod at 3% per
pound for regular seeded haops from
the 1042 crop mnd this price was
belng freely offered ns the perlod
ended, This price was In advance of
1o per pound over last previously
reported deals. For 1942 crop seed-
less Oregon hops, an ndvance of le
per pound also was recorded this
week, with transactlons completed
at 43 per pound to grower, for this
quality, ‘with dizcounts necording
to seed content nt time ‘of dellvery.
Further transactions in 1042 con-
trocts were belng restrioted by lack
of offerings' from growers., A strong
undertone prevalled in the general
hop mnrket situation here as the
week closed,

Californin hop markets remained
very flirm with continued light of-
ferings and fairly. actlve Inguiry.
Recent price advances were well
malntalned, Trading In spot hops
howeyer, rempined sloy because of
limited supplies; Constal county re-
ported bids of around 36c-3Te per
pounds for regular 1041 ehisters but
genernlly were asking around 40¢
and no trading resulted. Continted
good Interest was shown In 1842
hops for future dellvery, Contracts
covering 350 bales of regular seed-
ed clustérs wers reporied in the
Boacramento valley at 36c per pound
net growers, while in Mendocine
county, 200 bales were contracted
at 37c. per pound. At the close of
the week, Calllornla growers were
belng bid mround 380 for regulnr
sepded and  abouk 420-42%0  per
pound. for 1042 seedless hops to
eontaln not more than 2 per cent
seeds ond 4 por cent stems and
lenves, Growers howover, were
mostly asking higher prices. With
nround 20,000 bales of the prospec-
tive 1042 crop already under con-
trnet,, exclusive of about 10,000 to
11,000 bples of denler-grower pro-
duction, most producers were un-
willing to make further commit-
ments pending more certain pro-
duction, Some Intercst also was
shown In 1043 scedless hops at
around 40e-401te per pound but no
contracts- were reported. Apparent-
ly 1043 Cnlifornin hop ncreage will
nob show as large an Increpse as
nntielpnted earller since growers
wore experlencing considerable dif-
ficulty In arranglng for necessary
wire and other supplies,

“Later, seven American  army
A-24 dive bombers, with an escort
of 16 P-40 fighter planes, resumed
the attack on the enemy vessels.

“In a subsequent action three of
our heavy bombers atlacked anoth-
er enemy cruiser off Ball, scoring
thres hits.

Births Exceed
Deathsin Marion
During January

Births outnumbered deaths In
Marlon county during the month
of January by approximately a 3
to 2 ratio, It wis revealed In a sta-
tstical report lssued by the health
department, Births for the {irst
month of 1942 totalled 85 ge com-
pared with 60 deaths, In January of
1841 there were 60 births and 8§
denths,

Births are almost evenly divided,
48 being female babies and 47 males.
Twenty-seyen mothers were resi=
denls of Salem, 52 from the rural
sectlon while 16 were from other
counties,

Thirty-elght of the deaths were
male and 22 female. There were four
infant denths pnd four from com-
municable disease—ons each from
tuberculosis and Influenzs and two
from pneumonia,

Heart disease was charged with
21 deaths, kidney disease nine, apo-
plexy six and automoblle accidents
two. Cancer and diabetes were ered-
ited with causing three deaths each,

Influenza was considerably light-
er in January thls year as compar-
ed to 1041, The report shows 44
cases of the disease ns against 183
a year ago. A slight epldemic of
mumphs s indicated by 20 cnses
reported.
