Washington, April 31 W) The

govemrnent ordered the cotton tex-

tile industry today to convert ap-

One of the main purposes of

thorough organization In advance
is to eliminate fire hazards and to
construct fire breaks around and
in fields and around buildings.
Crops, equipment, farm homes and
buldlings are especially valuable
and difficult to replace during war-

time, and they are essential to at-

tainment of production so badly
needed by the nation, Nlbler points
out. v

Farmers will be asked to lend or
list fire fighting equipment Includ-

ing shovels, rakes, water buckets
and cans, tractors, trucks, plows,
spray rigs, hand spray pumps, and
other material necessary to have
available Immediately for emergen-
cy use.

The extension service has assign-
ed Art King, extension specialist In
soils, as state leader of the program
to devote full time to rural fire pro-
tection work for the next three
months. He will be assisted by Rob-r- J
ert Sterling, assistant In land use '

planning. It is hoped to have the
units organized and functioning by
the middle of May.

Syneta Beetle

Spray Advised

By Rieder
Cherry growers who have been-

unable to spray for the control of
brown rot blossom blight disease
and syneta beetle should make ev-

ery effort to do so since most of
the petals are off, states Robert
E. Rieder, acting county agent.

The syneta beetles have been ent-

ering from the ground , now for
about 10 days and are causing con-

siderable damage by their feeding
on the buds, blossom stems and de-

veloping fruit.
Rieder says that they can eas-

ily be controlled with a lead arsenic
spray composed of 4 pounds of lead
arsenate to 100 gallons of water to
which Is added 2 pounds of hydrat-e- d

lime. Satisfactory control of sy-

neta beetle may also be obtained
by the use of a dust containing lead
arsenate, 20 or 30 pounds, and lime,
70 or 80 pounds, applied at the rate
of 30 or 40 pounds per acre.

Some of., the commercial dusts
contain some sulphur which Is add-
ed to the lime and the arsenic and
which may be of some value in
helping to check brown rot. The
blossom blight stage of brown rot
disease Is spread by rains during
blossom time ard Is now present in
most orchards waiting for a chance
to be spread to the fruit by rains
which may occur during the rest of
April. A spray of bordeaux,
applied when most of the petals
are off is very effective In check-

ing the spread of this blossom blight
disease. To this spray can be added
the lead arsenate spray mentioned
above for the control of syneta
beetle. If the lead arsenate spray
Is added to the, bordeaux spray, the
additional 2 pounds of hydrated
lime needed in the arsenic spray
when applied alone Is not necessary,
Rieder says,

Plan to Enroll

Washington, April 31 (U.R) A pro-

gram to enroll college students for
eventual service as military pilots
was announced today by Lieut.

Arnold said, "the successful pro-
secution of this war demands tho
creation of an air forco second to
none on earth, and this In turn re-

quires tho eventual enlistment as
an aviation cadet of every young
man who can qualify."

Under tho new program college
and university students will be re-

cruited ns privates in tho air force
enlisted reserve, serving without
pay. They will bo subject to call
for actlvo duty at any time, enter-
ing service as aviation cadets, Ar-

nold said, however, that many stud-

ents, especially those taking meteor-
ology or communications courses,
will bo allowed to finish their train-
ing to qualify ns officers.

Warnings are now being Issued
by County Agent Robert Rieder that
the time is at hand to prepare for
the battle against the spittle bug
and root weevils In the strawberry
patches as well as to plan for

spraying for the gooseberry fly.
Rieder states that the gooseberry

fly has begun to emerge and the
first spray application should be
made by April 27, he states to pre-
vent the early fly from laying eggs
In the developing berries. He rec
ommends a spray made of lead ar
senate, two ounces, cheap molasses,
one quart, and water to make three
gallons. The first spray should be
applied when the berry is about
the size of. a small pea seed. Spray-
ing should be thorough with the
spray reaching every part of the
plant and especially the under side
of the leaves.

For the strawberry spittle bug
he recommends a rotenone dust con-

taining one-ha- lf of one per cent
of actual rotenone. This should be
applied with either a hand or power
machine and he states lt Is Impor-
tant that the dust reach the under
side of the leaves and the heart
of the fruit spurs. Between 50 and"
70 pounds of this rotenone is the
quantity needed in dusting an av
erage field for one effective ap-
plication. When a second dusting
is necessary it should be applied
in about two weeks to catch the
bugs which have hatched since the
first dusting.;

Baiting for root weevil should be
done twice in order to catch the
two groups of the pest. The first
of these baitings should be done
now and the second in June. Bait
for the weevil may be bought al-

ready mixed and comes under va
rious trade names. Or a grower
may make his own bait using 50

pounds of bran, five gallons of wa-

ter, 10 pounds of sugar and five
pounds of either calcium arsenate
or sodium fluosilicate.-- The bait
should be placed either down in
the crown of the plant or close by
the side of the plant and not just
broadcast over the leaves as with
this method the bait dries too rap-Idl- y

and becomes ineffective. Ap-
plication should be at the rate of
about a tablespoon per tflant or
approximately 50 pounds per acre.
