That has been the sloganized expression of the spirit
that has in the past carried this community over the top at
the head of the pack in every patriotic drive or endeavor.

It is the spirit in which our beys responded to defense
mobilization orders lwo years ago this month, and the spivit
which has kept them in the fore ranks of those volunteering
for war service mince.

It is the spirit which has promptly met our Red Cross
allotments and filled and repeatedly exceeded our war bond
quotas, that carried the rubber salvage campaign to-a suc-
cessful conclusion and which has met every other war demand
cheerfully, fully and promptly.

Now it is challenged again, doubly challenged. First o
fill expanded community war chest with $65,000 and, second
to create a Marion county stockpile of 6,700,000 pounds of
scrap metal with which to help feed the war-hungry blast
furnaces and keep them turning out steel and other materials
for the tanks, guns, planes and other instruments with
which to do battle for victory:

The Eugene Register Guavd quotes a Universily of
Oregon professor who has returned from seveiral weeks with
one of the navy's large officer [raining schools as having been
told by the commanding officer;

"We have been gelling fine young men with the best spirit in
the world, but most of them rare woeflully unprepared for the
exacting demands which we must make upon them. They are
deficient in mathematics; in many cases they are ullerly ignorant
of basic sclences; they have not been properly grounded in: his-
lory; they have not been taught the fundamentals and one of our
biggest problems here |s to recover this lost ground in a hurry.
When we see a bright lad whose caleulations make waler run up
Lill It makes us wonder what he has been doing. In war thore is
no lolernnce for such sloppy performance,"

This is the Inevitable result of our modern sysiem of

education that neglects Tundamentals for frills and foibles
designed only {0 avoid the dvudgery of hard work. Many
of our students go to college mevely Lo have a good time
instead of fitting themselves for a carcer, :
. The negleel of such homely subjects as the 8 Rs heging
in the primary schools and continues through the university.
The graduates of each are deficient because they haven't
been disciplined to Hard work and concentration or faught
to think. It is amazing how poorly grounded in the funda-
mentals many high schonl graduates are.
