544,682 lons of war-needed met-
al now in stock piles. The com-
millee believed that (his figura
represented  possibly half “the
scrap metal aclually collected,
basing this estimate on the trend
of incomplete reports,

Additionally, hundreds of
thousands of lons of scrap from
industry and special projects re-
quiring time for demolitlon no
doubit have been starled toward
steel mills by the newspaper
drive, although this may not be-
come avallable for some Lime.
