Ernie Pyle, world-famous war
correspondent who was slain by
a Japanese sniper on le Jima,
and who was buried there to-
day with doughboys whom he
loved to write about, was a Sa-
lem wisitor in 1030, and made
the Salem Art Center and the
Willamette valley subjects of his
syndicated column which was
then beginning to atiract wide
attention.
