Domestic requirements will
be filled by the 43.000.000
pounds of hops available this
year to the American brewing
industry, the USDA reported.

The USDA announced a sub-

sidy rate for canned snap beans,
1945 pack, at 11 cents per dozen
cans, with adjustments for other
container sizes. This Is the
same as in 1944.
