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Religious Intolerance

During the war we had Protestant pastors, Catholie pricsts
and Jewish vabbis appeuring throughout the country on the
game platform appealing for religious tolerance, It seemed
we were well on the way to national unity, But recent fic-
velopments indicate that the flames of fanaticism ave (laring
anew. The hooded Ku Klux Klan {s again burning ita fiery
erpases and flogging vietims in the sunny south, vandals are
deseernting synagogues in Calilornia, a Cathoelic bishop warns
members of his diocese against joining Rotary and similar
luncheon elubs, leaders of the Protestant Federal Council of
Churches of Christ in America eall on President Truman
demanding the recall of Myron H. Taylor ns his representa-
tive at the Vatican, which naturally brings a justified and
digrnified rebuke from Carding] Spellman as sowing “seeds of
dissension,”

The Protestant church leaders’' argument was that Tay-
lor's appointment was contrary to the historic American
principle of separation of state and church, which is not true,
far Taylor's designation by President Roosevelt was the
eighth time an American has been named to the Vatican.
Muny countries which separate church and state maintain
full diplomatie relations with the Vatican. Also countries
which do not separate church and state, including Great
Britain, also maintain such diplomatie relations. So do China
and Japan and other non-Christian countries.  And the Vati-
can has for many years been represented in Washington by
an Apostolie delegate,

The United States maintained full diplomatic relations with
the Vatican for 60 years, until the Pope lost his temporal
domain in 1870. Congress accomplished the separation by
refusing to appropriate funds for maintenance because the
Pope had forbidden Protestant worship in Rome. Temporal
power of the Papacy was restored in 1929, wherchy agree-
ment with the Italian government, the Vatican Free State,
with an area of 109 neres was established in Rome.

My, Taylor was appointed afier the outbreak of World War
II as the personal representative of the president at the
Vatican. He is an Episcopalian and has official recognition
by congress. But it is admitted that his mission has been an
important contribution to the peace, for the Pape is the
gpiritual leader of many millions of people in the devastated
continent. The peace efforts have yet to attain fruition.

The whole affair seems silly and uncalled for, injudicious
and unfortunate for national unity. Perhaps the Cardinal
is not for off when he says that “only the absence of good
will can misrepresent Taylor's presence at the Vatican, or
charge our last two presidents with violating the letter and
gpirit of the American Constitution in keeping him there.”

Wasting Their Energies _

About s farcieal a procedure as can be imagined is the
prolonged effort being made by delegates to the World Mari-
time Conference to establish a world wage mininium of $72
a month for seamen. Any such edict would be impractical
beeause nnenforcible but the proposal is typieal of left wing
ideology., Even if the “one world” vision materialized, eco-
nomie and socinl conditions so differ in every counlry Lhat
& common wage wouldn’t mean anything in Utopin. )

A wage of $72 a month would be a fortune for Chinese,
Japanese, Malay and Indian sailors who can live on a handful
of rice and work a 20-hour shift and wouldn’t he enough for
U. 8. seamen.  Of course the higher the wage, the higher
the costs of operation and the fewer the ships to operate.
American ships with their high wages and perpeival strikes
eannot compéte with foreign vessels and hence cannot operate
except with government subsidies. Unions never consider
the law of diminishing returns,

Worker delegates to the conference, in reference to the
threatenod United States maritime sirike declared that if
the strike muterializes “seamen of other countries will not
take the places of their fellow workers in case of an outbrenk
of an open conflicl,” The resolution was adopted by delegntes
{from 10 countries,

However the French delegates say that the statement rep.
resents the individual views of workers' delegates and “must
not be considered binding on the organizations they repre-
gent, but considered genernlly the viewpoint of scul’:n'lrrc,"
Perhaps such sirike sympathetie action is the real business
of Secretary of Labor Schwellenbach who is attending Ehu
Seattle conference instend of trying to prevent the shipping
strike.

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England's oulspoken Forelgn
Secretary Bevin, whose blunt-
ness l= ane ol his notable char-
pcteristies; came close to oul-
blunting himself Wednesday
during his extemporaneous
speech on his conduet of Brit-
ain's forelgn polley at the an-
nual labor party conference in
Bournemouth,

Mr, Bevin climbed two craggy
peaks, from which there is no re-
treal. These were his declara-
tions regarding the Palestine cri-
sl and his two-{isted program
for the fortheoming Paris con-
ference of Big Four foreign min-
isters which failed in its last ses-
slon.

As for Palestine, he set news
bulleting flashing around the
world when he announced that
he would reject immediate im-
migration of 100,000 Jews to the
Holy Land. He was equally di-
rect regarding the Paris meet-
ing, vowing that if negotiations
bogged down he would sign sep-
arate peace treaties with the de-
feated European nations, A week
earlier he had characterized this
parley as “one last attempt” to
gain Russian cooperation for
peace.

Tinge of Optimism

It is worthy of nole that the
laber party, which is the present
ruler of England, tendered the
fareign secretary an overwhelm-
ing vote endorsing his conduct of
foreign affairs,

Bevin gave his Palestine state-
ment a tinge of optimism by a
qualification, and made some
polnted remarks which gives
one to wonder whether he was
doing spme maneuvering in hope
of securing more assistance from
the United States in settling the
difficulties in the Holy Land. 1i's
Interesting that while he was
talking in Bournemouth, a for-
eign office spokesman in London
sald an American technical ad-
visory committee was expected
there this week for discussion
of housing, transport, feeding
and similar problems which
might be jnvolved in any large-
scale transfer of Jews to Pales-
tine.

Problem Presented

Also In explaining his rejec-
tion of immediate immigration
of 100,000 he had this to say:

“If we put 100,000 Jews in
Palestine tomorrow I would
have to put another division of
British troops there. T am not
prepared to do it." Equally to
the point was a later remark
that the financial issue involved
“are tremendous and the British
chancellor of the exchequer can-
not carry it. We cannot take on
another 200,000,000 pounds
($B00,000,000) expenditure on
Palestine and that is really what
I8 invalved."

And 20 we arrive al the con-
