Why doesn't the state of Ore-

gon take the entire melon in-

stead of just an annual slice of
the huge receipts the horse ana
dog racing interests parcel out?
The latter, to better justify
their operations, break into
print now and then as they
point with pride to the sums
they turn over to the county
and state fairs, the Portland
livestock exposition and the
Oregon general fund.
