The September oats opened
up 2'j to 3V4 cents on urgent
short coverings, despite no of-

ferings of size. This action
caused shorts in the deferred
months and opening gains of
Vt to '2 cent were quickly ex-

tended.
The advance, however, was

checked by elevator house sell-

ing, indicating that the oats
would be delivered. There also
was selling of the September
against buying of November
with seven cents difference.

Corn rose on commission
house and operator buying, but
sellers later eased the prices.
Some hedging occurred on the
bulges, and a large cash grain
house sold large amounts of
March.

Wheat opened on a crest
which carried May up four
cents. Local traders were sell-
ers. At the time, there was lit-

tle wheat for sale, inducing
light buying. The market re-

ceded when offerings increas-
ed. January wheat was not so
strong as the deferred months
because of May offerings at
2.00. Market orders were to sell
March and buy May at four
cents difference.

Cash oats bookings were re-

ported at 50,000 bushels. Deal-
ers reported 33,000 bushels of
corn and 37,000 of oats to ar-

rive. Old crop corn for quick
shipment was reported bought
at 1.95-1.9-

The department of agriculture
reported 142,700 total bushels
of wheat bought at Chicago
from Sept. 17-2-

Minneapolis wheat futures
took a firm trend today, while
oats advanced less than one
cent. Kansas City wheat was
steady to firm and January and
March corn gained one "nt
during the session.

Washington, Sept. 21 (P) Re-

organization of the Red Cross
to give its individual members
greater voice in national policy-m-

aking has been approved
by the organization's governing
body.

Chairman Basil O'Connor an-

nounced yesterday that the cen-

tral committee, the present gov-

erning body, has adopted a plan
for lodging control in a board
of governors of 50 members.

Thirty members of the board
would be elected by Red Cross
chapters in their national con-

vention and eight would be ap-

pointed by the president of the
United States. These 38 would
elect the other 12. The president
of the United States would des-

ignate one of his appointees as
president of the Red Cross.
