Corn led early gains and
started la to 1 cent higher
through commission house sup-
port. The firm market appar-
ently was influenced by a stea-
dier cotton trade following gov-
ernmental investigation of last
week's three-da- y tumbles.

Cash house hedges sold Jan-

uary corn, but local traders and
Commercial interests absorbed
the offerings. Corn advanced
further through a hog price
raise as well as spot market
strength.

Oals climbed on light re-

ceipts. Shorts and commission
houses bought, while operator
interests sold the May. Some
accumulative purchases were at-

tributed to hampered oals mave-me-

because shippers favored
corn and wheat.

Cash corn was strong, but
weaker for lower grades. No.

Sublias Chandra Bose, comman-
der of the Japanese-sponsore- d

Indian national army, in a
Formosa, military hospital

the night of Aug. 18, 1945.
The cause of Bose's death was

given as heart failure resulting
from multiple burns and shock
suffered in the crash of a plane
en route from Singapore to Ja-

pan, the announcement said. The
Tokyo investigation was made
at the request of the supreme
allied commander for southeast
Asia.

The Tokyo ratlin announced
Bose's death Aug. 23, 1945. Mo-

handas K. Gandhi was quoted as
saying last January that he be-

lieved the Indian nationalist
leader was still alive and was
"biding his time somewhere."
