Stocks Decline,
Volume Higher

New York, Oct. 25 U.R

Stocks declined irregularly to-

day on slightly increased vol-
ume.

Prices started steady to firm,
but ran into new selling when
commodity prices, except live-
stock, resumed their decline. An
extreme loss of $10 a bale in
cotton and declines ranging to
more than 2 cents a bushel in
wheat, corn and barley, sent the
whole stock list lower.

Railroad stocks followed up
yesterday's rise in early trad-

ing, declined at and
then came back from the lows.
Late in the session, a long list
including Atlantic Coast Line
up nearly 2 points firmed to
net gains.

Soft drink issues continued
to decline on prospects of a
shutdown because of a sugar
shortage. Coca-Col- a lost 4

points. Textile issues reacted
on outlook for a sharp price
drop. Industrial Rayon lost
more than a point. General
Electric dropped more than a

point on poor earnings and plans
for new financing. Chemicals
continued under pressure with
allied off more than a point, Du
Pont, off nearly 2 points and
Eastman Kodak preferred off 3

points.

Brooklyn Union Gas, Columbia
Broadcasting, and Lockheed in
their respective divisions. Amer-
ican Telephone declined more
than a point in the communica-
tions. Sugars sold off after re-

cent strength.
