"The Grains, or Passages in
the Life of Ruth Rover With
Occasional Pictures of Oregon,"
was written by Margaret Jewett
Bailey and published in Port-
land by Carter and Austin in
1854. Originally the work con-

sisted of two parts. The first is
now lost, and the second, some-
what damaged by rodents, sur-
vives. It is one of Oregon's
early literary efforts and the
first to be written by a woman.

Margaret Jewett Smith was
born near Boston about 1812
and came to Oregon with a
Methodist mission reinforce-
ment arriving in September.
1837. Here she was a teacher
to Indian children, the second in
the country. Miss Smith was
selected because of her piety
but, for some indefinite reason,
does not appear to have retained
her popularity with mission as
sociate. In 1840, before her
term had expired, she severed
Mission connections and mar

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Now Dr. W. J. Bailey was no
saint, though during a mission
revival in 1839 he professed a

change of heart. He was English
born in 1812, later studied medi
cine and acquired an insatiable
thirst for spirituous liquors. The
family emigrated to America
where Bailey continued his dis
sipations. When severely
buked by his mother he fled
from home and signed on a ship
bound for the northwest coast.
Rough life in the forecastle and
on deck did not suit his refined
tastes so he jumped ship at a
California port. Here he re-

mained for some years wander-
ing with dubious associates, lead-

ing a loose life.
During the summer of 1835

Bailey joined a group of kindred
spirits headed overland to Ore-

gon. Four survived Indian at-

tacks though all were wound-
ed.

Bailey and John Turner ar-

rived at the Willamette, across
from the mission, in a most dis-

tressed and forlorn condition.
Bailey's wounded face was
bandaged with rags ripped from
his shirt; his shoes were worn
out and he had no clothing ex-

cept a tattered vest and panta-
loons. A contemporary mission
writer says Bailey "had received
a deep cut with an axe in his
lower jaw which severed his
flip and this writer had the honor
to perform the office of surgeon
and barber to the doctor's ne
glected face." Neither Bailey

their dismal cabin on a wild
winter's night she conferred
with her God and tried to ex-

press her feelings in sad poetry.
Lights and shadows from the
fireplace flickered across the
hideously disfigured face of her
inebriated husband.

Through 13 tempestuous years
the Baileys quarreled in the
home and before the public. Fi
nally Mrs. Bailey obtained a di
vorce, a difficult and scandalous
accomplishment in pioneer Ore
gon. Then she wrote "The
Grains" to vindicate herself, cas
tigate Dr. Bailey and, she hoped,
to acquire some profit from
the sale of her book. Reviewers
called it indecent and professed
to believe that it should be sur
pressed and the writer prosecut-
ed. Despite notoriety sales ap
parently remained small.
Oregon Pictures Interesting

A more edifying feature of
"The Grains" is the "Occasional
Picture of Oregon," that reveals
Mrs. Bailey as an observing
woman who read character with
oenetration and expressed her
findings with candor. Her sym
pathies were with the exploited
Indians and she spared neither
mission nor entrepreneur when
they profited at the native's ex-

pense. She had small regard for
uncouth, uncultured immigrants
and contemptuously called them
"hoosiers."

"A sick hoosier, under Dr.
Binney's care, whistles between
pauses of conservation. He
might as well be a Yankee and
whittle away his time."

Again she says, "A hoosier
family came to visit me, and
certainly I was glad when they
kere gone. The lady exercised
herself by walking to and fro
upon the carpet, shuffling her
feet each step, possibly the bet
ter to enjoy its softness. The
gentleman sat most of the time
tipped back in his chair, with
his pipe, and showed his good
manners in not spitting upon the
carpet by spitting between it
and the wall as nearly as he
could."

A squaw, dying despite Dr.
Binney's best efforts, said she
did not want to go where God
was because she knew nothing
of him. She wanted to "go to
sleep."

Dr. W. J. Bailey married
again regardless of harrowing
matrimonial experiences. He
died February 5, 1876, and is
buried in the St. Paul Catholic
cemetery. Mrs. Bailey likewise
remarried though a few years
later she was again seeking a
divorce from her obscure hus-
band and alleging him guilty of
gross immoralities.

When Margaret Jewett Smith
married Bailey in 1840 he had
a claim upon which was a house
with a chimney for which he
was to pay $100. He also had
two horses, a few articles of
clothing, a few dishes, two
chairs, two blankets, a kettle
and a frying pan.
Becomes Ruth Rover

In "The Grains" Mrs. Bailey
becomes Ruth Rover and Dr.
Bailey is thinly disbulsed as Dr.
Binney. Reviewing the mar-

riage ceremony, with but one
witness in attendance and he
thought it was a funeral, Ruth
found herself sad. "Did she love
him? We think not particular-
ly," says Ruth Rover. But she
anticipated great pleasure in
religious exercise with him as
a "young convert."

There is where the trouble
started. Dr. Bailey was neither
young in experience nor firm as
a convert. He resented reforma-
tion .and soon told Mr. G. Bailey
that he neither could nor would
pray and, despite frequent reso-

lutions about abstinence, con-

tinued to guzzle at John Hord's
saloon in Champoeg.
