futures shifted nervously on the
board of trade today in light

dealings. Wheat was
unevenly higher, while corn and
oats generally lost ground.

At the close, wheat was I14
rents higher to H lower, corn
Va to lower and oats un-

changed to lower. March
barley was bid four cents low-
er.

Wheat opened strong, but
dealers apparently feared a repe
tition of yesterday s tumble ot
nearly 10 cents. Every bulge
attracted profit taking. Septem
ber moved up to within a penny
of its high before fal-

tering.
Some wheat buyers avoided

pressing the advances and con-
fined purchases to declines.
Other brokers were reluctant to
invest heavily while the com-

modity credit corporation was
buying neither wheat nor corn

May and July wheat met large
selling from elevators, and cash
and southwestern interests.

Corn and oats teetered with-
in a small range. Cash houses
bought corn, but a large eleva-
tor sold March and May, while
shipping interests sold Septem
ber.

Spot corn was steady to firm
and oats about steady. Mer-
chants reported 185,000 bushels
of corn booked to arrive, and
shipping sales included 25.000
bushels of corn and 5,000 bushels
of oats.

Trading was limited by the
severe snowstorm which hit
New York late yesterday and
piled up about 11 inches in what
was said to be the worst storm
In six years, as well as by the
Washington's birthday holiday
tomorrow when the exchange
will be closed.

Many brokers living in New
York suburbs, faced with high
snowdrifts and biting winds, just
started their week-en- d a day
earlier.
